MUSLIM CHARITABLE SOCIETIES AND MUSLIM COMMITTEES
AND BUREAUS
(BASED ON THE KAZAN, UFA AND ORENBURG PROVINCES)

The article is devoted to Muslim charitable societies and Muslim committees and bureaus as forms
of self-organization and social movements of Russian Muslims in the early 20™ century. As early as at
the end of the 19" century first Muslim charitable societies were created as cultural, educational and
social centers of communities with collegial management. Muslim committees and bureaus, formed
after the February Revolution of 1917, were mainly socio-political organizations of Muslim Turkic-
Tatars from the Orenburg District Mohammedan Spiritual Assembly (OMSA), they did not represent
any political bodies of a specific orientation. In the spring and summer, sometimes in the early autumn
of 1917, they united the activities of various Muslim organizations in the provincial city, and later of-
ten throughout the province, becoming direct predecessors of the provincial Milli Shuras (National
Councils), which, from the very beginning, were the bodies of national-cultural autonomy. In this arti-
cle, we analyze the continuity and interaction between these two structures, as well as their public ac-
tivities.

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to Crimea and Astrakhan in the South, from St.
Petersburg in the West to Tomsk in the East, we
see this connection between urban communities,
whose centers were primarily mosques, and Mus-
lim charitable societies. After the February Revo-
lution, the forms of the social movement changed
fundamentally. As early as in March 1917, in cit-
ies, primarily in provincial centers, we see the
creation of Muslim Committees and Bureaus,
which built relationships with existing similar
structures in district and volost centers with a large
Muslim population.

As early as in April 1917, provincial Muslim
congresses were held in a number of regions, creat-
ing the opportunity for unification within the entire
region. On the eve of the Second All-Russian Mus-
lim Congress in Kazan, in July 1917, delegates
were elected at the provincial congresses and deci-
sions were made on the formation of the Provincial
Milli Shuros and their Executive Committees. Af-
ter the 2" All-Russian Muslim Congress (July 22—
29, 1917), Provincial Milli Shuros were set up as
regional bodies of national-cultural autonomy of
the Inner Russia and Siberia Turkic-Tatar Mus-
lims, which marked the end of the era of Muslim
Committees and Bureaus as predominantly urban
Muslim socio-political organizations in favor of
general provincial bodies.

The issues of the activities conducted by Mus-
lim charitable societies, as well as those of Muslim
Committees and Bureaus, have not received their
comprehensive analysis so far. The former topic
was studied by the late Z. Minnullin for many
years. Unfortunately, he left only a number of arti-
cles of a general nature, among which the article
“The Emergence and Development of Muslim
Charitable Organizations in Russia (the 19" — early
20" centuries)” is of a problem stating type [1].

The issues of Muslim charitable societies were
partially touched upon in R. Salikhov’s candidate
dissertation “Social Reform Activities of the Tatar
Bourgeoisie in Kazan (second half of the 19™ —
early 20™ centuries) (Kazan, 1997)” [2] and in the
monograph “Participation of Tatar Entrepreneur-
ship of Russia in the Socio-Political Processes in
the Second Half of the 19" — early 20" Centuries:
Reforming the Institutions of the Local Muslim
Community” (Kazan, 2004) [3], which expanded
the topic and formed the basis of his doctoral dis-
sertation. Here, Muslim charitable societies are
analyzed using the examples of Kazan, Kasimov
and St. Petersburg where the paragraph itself is
called “the creation of specialized social security
institutions for the Muslim population” [3, pp.
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239-257], that is the one analyzing an important,
but only one certain aspect of the societies’ activi-
ties.

In 1915, most of Muslim charitable societies in
Russia were located in the Orenburg Province (12
out of 87) [4, pp. 29-31]. Of special importance for
the analysis of Muslim charity in the Orenburg
Region is the article “The Main Directions and
Forms of Muslim Charitable Organizations’ Activ-
ities in the Orenburg Province (1898—-1918)” by D.
Denisov [5]. Since Troitsk was the second most
important center of Muslim charitable societies in
the Orenburg Province and there was also a Mus-
lim charitable society in Chelyabinsk, these sub-
jects are discussed in the monograph “Essays on
the History of Muslim Communities of the Chel-
yabinsk Region (the 18" early 20™ centuries)” by
D. Denisov [6, pp. 112-119, 184]. The themes,
relating to the city of Ufa, are partially discussed in
the article “From the History of Muslim Charity in
the Ufa Province” by G. Azamatov and D.
Azamatova [7]. One of the authors of this article
analyzed the role that charitable societies played in
the Jadid reform in his monograph, published be-
fore the presentation of his doctoral dissertation [8,
pp- 165-167]. He dedicated a chapter of his mono-
graph to charitable societies, based on the analysis
of the societies in the Kazan, St. Petersburg, Oren-
burg and Ufa Provinces [9, pp. 138—158].

The summary article “Charity” in the 1st vol-
ume of the Tatar Encyclopedia has only one para-
graph devoted to Muslim charitable societies, and
no publications on this issue are given in the list of
references. The list speaks of approximately 100
Tatar charitable societies created by 1917 (the so-
cieties of Astrakhan, Kasimov, Kazan, Moscow,
Orenburg, Perm, St. Petersburg, Troitsk are men-
tioned), the data on the societies are unsystemati-
cally placed throughout all six volumes of the Ta-
tar Encyclopedia, mainly in connection with cer-
tain settlements. In the article of the first volume,
only the Bekbulatov Society of Mutual Charity of
the Kasimov Tatars in St. Petersburg and the “So-
ciety for Benefiting Poor Muslims of Kazan” are
highlighted in italics [10, pp. 408—409]. The sum-
mary article “Charity” in the first volume of the
Bashkir Encyclopedia [11, pp. 505-506] does not
accentuate the existence of Muslim charitable soci-
eties. The “Guardianship for the Poor Muslims of
Ufa” is mentioned here (but not the “Ufa Muslim
Charitable Society”), it is given in italics, and a
separate article is further devoted only to the “Ufa
Muslim Ladies’ Society”. The forthcoming sum-
mative edition of the dictionary “Islam in the Rus-
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sian Federation” (the authors are the executive edi-
tors of the series) contains articles of varying
lengths about sixty seven Muslim charitable socie-
ties in the Volga-Ural Region, Central Russia, the
North-West, Siberia, Crimea and the North Cauca-
sus.

The topic of the Muslim Committees and Bu-
reaus’ activities has hardly attracted the research-
ers’ attention. The Tatar Encyclopedia has only
one article “[Kazan] Muslim Committee” on this
topic. It contains sixteen lines and has neither an
indicated author nor a list of references [12]. In the
“Bashkir Encyclopedia”, twenty one lines are ded-
icated to the Ufa “Committee for the Dissemina-
tion of Citizenship Ideas among Muslims”. The
author of the article is G. Mordvintsev [13], and
the entire list of references is limited to
“Mordvintsev G. V. March 1917 in Bashkiria (the
chronicle of the events)” (Ufa, 1997). The abstract
to this monograph honestly states: ‘“The main
sources for writing the chronicle of the events were
the funds of the Bashkiria archives - the Central
State Historical Archive and the Central State Ar-
chive of Public Organizations and Associations, as
well as the materials from periodicals of 1917 in
Russian. The latter circumstance made it difficult
to access information about the development of the
Bashkirs and Tatars’ national movement” [14, p.
3]. The only article found is “The Ufa Committee
for the Dissemination of Citizenship Ideas among
Muslims” by R. Bikbulatov [15], but it consists of
only two pages, while the Ufa newspapers “The
Tormysh” and partially “The Irek” of March — July
1917 contain numerous stories about the activities
of the Committee and its contacts with the socio-
political movement of neighboring provinces.

To analyze the activities of Muslim Commit-
tees and Bureaus, it is necessary to focus on the
short-term period of their activities in the spring-
summer and maximum part of the autumn of 1917,
that is, we need to follow their constantly develop-
ing and ever changing plot in connection with oth-
er plots of the evolution of Russian society and the
movements campaigned by other Muslim groups
(military men, teachers, women, etc.). Another
problem is the fact that practically the only source
on this topic is the Tatar press of that period, as it
will be discussed below. Accordingly, the cessa-
tion of the Orenburg newspaper “The Vaqyt” pub-
lication for most of the summer and part of the au-
tumn of 1917 sharply narrows our possibility to
obtain consistent and detailed information about
the activities of the Orenburg Muslim Bureau.
Therefore, our comprehensive information is con-
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centrated primarily on Kazan, Ufa and partly
Orenburg with their stable newspapers, which had
permanent columns devoted to Muslim Commit-
tees and Bureaus of the corresponding provincial
centers. In the dictionary “Islam in the Russian
Federation,” we devoted a number of regional arti-
cles to specific Muslim charitable societies, as well
as Muslim Committees and Bureaus of Kazan, Ufa
and Orenburg. In 2009, an article by D. Denisov,
dedicated to the Orenburg Muslim Bureau, was
published in the volume “Islam in the Urals” [16,
pp. 278-279]; in 2017, one of the authors of this
paper analyzed the activities of the Kazan Muslim
Committee in the volume “Islam in Tatarstan” [17,
p. 117]; in 2023, in the volume “Islam in Bashkor-
tostan”, an article was dedicated to the “Ufa Com-
mittee for the Dissemination of Citizenship Ideas
among Muslims” [18, pp. 148-149]. However,
they describe the activities of individual commit-
tees and bureaus, not the phenomenon as a whole.

Methods and sources

Our analysis of Muslim charitable societies is
mainly based on their Charters and Reports. A
unique collection of these printed publications was
collected, primarily by Z. Minnullin, in the De-
partment of Manuscripts and Rare Books of the
Lobachevsky Scientific Library, Kazan Federal
University. The topic of the Muslim charitable so-
cieties’ activities was the most important topic for
the Tatar press of that period; in the section
“xomgyyate khayria” (charitable society), infor-
mation about their meetings and accounts of their
work were regularly published on the pages of the
newspapers. The most adequate idea of the activi-
ties, conducted by the “Society for Benefiting Poor
Muslims of Kazan” in 1906-1917, can be found on
the pages of the Kazan newspaper “The Yoldyz”
(“Yulduz”); from the year of 1913, “The Qoyash”
could be added to it. In 1906—1917, the Orenburg
newspaper “The Vaqyt” also regularly published
information about the activities of the Muslim So-
ciety of Orenburg and the Orenburg Muslim
Women’s Society. The situation was worse in Ufa,
where the newspaper “The Tormysh” was regular-
ly published only from October 1913. Among the
Russian Muslims’ main centers engaged in social
activities, Troitsk had no Muslim newspaper; the
newspapers “The 11 / “The Suz” / “The Beznen 11”
were published intermittently from November
1914 and regularly from the end of March 1917,
which does not provide stable information for con-
ducting the analysis of the “Moscow Muslim Char-
itable Society” activities (1906—-1917); the news-
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papers, published in St. Petersburg in 1906—1917,
concentrated on all-empire/all-Russian topics and
foreign policy and did not have a special section
highlighting the activities of the Muslim Charitable
Society in St. Petersburg (1898—1917). Therefore,
when analyzing Muslim charitable societies, we
will focus primarily on Kazan and Orenburg, partly
Ufa, where accounts of their work are substantiated
by press materials.

Regarding Muslim Committees and Bureaus,
the most important and often the only source is the
press. For Kazan, these are the newspapers “The
Yoldyz”, “The Koyash”, “The Avaz”, “The
Qurultai”?, for Ufa — “The Tormysh” and partly
“The Irek”, for Orenburg — “The Vaqyt” and partly
“The Tormysh”.

The article is based on the use of the compara-
tive historical and problem-chronological methods,
the method of synchronous analysis, periodization,
classification, etc.

Discussion

Muslim charitable societies, as a system of na-
tional and cultural organizations, were formed in
various cities of the Russian Empire in the 1890—
1910s. In the Volga-Ural Region, the first Trust for
Poor Tatars was opened in 1897 in Astrakhan, in
Central Russia it was the Kasimov Muslim Chari-
table Society and in the same year, the Crimean
Charitable Society for Benefiting Poor Muslims
“Jemiet Khairie” was created in Simferopol. In
1898, the Muslim Charitable Society in St. Peters-
burg, the Kazan Society for Benefiting Poor Mus-
lims, the Ufa Trusteeship for Poor Muslims (from
1915, the Ufa Muslim Charitable Society) and the
Troitsk Muslim Charitable Society were founded.
Muslim charitable societies of the North Caucasus
systematically emerged during the revolution of
1905-1907. The charter of the first of them - the
Society for the Education of Muslim Natives of the
Dagestan Region (a Muslim charitable and cultur-
al-educational organization) in the city of Temir-
Khan-Shura (now it is the city of Buinaksk in the
Republic of Dagestan) was approved only on Oc-
tober 10, 1905, although attempts in that direction
had been made since 1901 [19, pp. 292-293].

During the revolution of 1905-1907 and in the
next decade, numerous societies of this kind came
into existence. If in 1903 there were only eight
Muslim charitable societies in Russia (in Kazan,
St.  Petersburg, Troitsk, Simferopol, Yalta,
Kasimov, Astrakhan and Semipalatinsk), in 1915
there were already eighty-seven of them [4, pp.
29-31].
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The revolutionary aspect in the activities of
these societies was their transition from the specif-
ic mutawalli trustees’ activities (at best,
mutawalliat — boards of trustees), limited by the
framework of specific mahallas (parishes), to
citywide structures. At the same time, in the Rus-
sian Empire, after years of effort, only the board of
trustees of A. Khusainov’s waqf was recognized,
while the imam and mudarris of the Rasuliya mad-
rasah in Troitsk, the most prominent sheikh of the
Nagshbandiyya tariga Zainulla Rasuli, was refused
permission to create a mutawalliate by the fellow
(deputy) minister of the Ministry of Internal Af-
fairs. The refusal was made on the grounds that he
had donated the real estate in the parish of the Fifth
Mosque. To the submission of the Orenburg Mus-
lim Spiritual Assembly (OMSA) dated March 6,
1912: “On permission to accept from Rasulev three
courtyard places donated by him with buildings in
favor of the said mosque, the Deputy Minister of
Internal Affairs, the Comrade Minister, let the As-
sembly know on May 6 of that year in Order No.
4118 that the existence of parish trustees at
mosques was not provided for by the current laws
on the management of spiritual affairs of Moham-
medans, therefore he did not recognize it possible
to allow the acceptance of Rasulev’s donation on
the conditions specified by him”. Based on this
decision, on November 1, 1912 the OMSA re-
sponded that the management of the waqf should
be carried out by a separate mutawalli, “i.e. be au-
thorized by the parish; the establishment of parish
guardianship was not provided for by law” [20, pp.
218-219]. This closed off the possibility of transi-
tion from the medieval individual to the collegial
structure of the New Age, since in the Muslim tra-
dition it was the waqf property that created oppor-
tunities for stable financial support for the needs of
education and the entire social sphere.

Under these conditions, only Muslim charitable
societies could be structures that stably financed
the needs of the Muslim community of their city,
regardless of the desires or measured life paths of
its individuals. However, the mutawallis’ experi-
ence helped them out, so the leaders of Muslim
charitable societies in stable urban communities
often came from representatives of the most pros-
perous families who had experience in controlling
the mabhalla, its madrassas and waqfs. It is repre-
sented by the example of the societies in Kazan
and Troitsk. Of the two decades of the Kazan soci-
ety activities, it was headed by two representatives
of the Apanaev family: imam Gabdulla
Abdulakarimovich Apanaev (1902—1907) and his
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brother Mukhammabadretdin Abdulakarimovich
Apanaev (1910-1917). The former was the closest
associate of Galimdzhan Barudi, the imam of the
“Sennaya Mosque”; in 1906 he headed the educa-
tional commission of the Third All-Russian Mus-
lim Congress where he was elected a member of
the Central Committee of the Ittifaq al-Muslimin
Party. In 1908, he was exiled, along with the
Barudi® brothers and the merchant A. Kazakov, as
leaders of the Kazan bureau “Ittifaq al-Muslimin”
[9, p. 140]. It is noteworthy that on March 12,
1917, he became deputy chairman of the Kazan
Muslim Committee, and in November 1917, he
was the mukhtasib of the Kazan Province [21, p.
29]. All the years, the Troitsk Muslim Charitable
Society was headed by representatives of the
Yaushev family in the person of Abduvali and
Mullagali brothers who had experience of guardi-
anship in the mosques of the second and sixth par-
1shes in Troitsk; however, unlike the mutawallis’
sole power, the power of the chairmen of the socie-
ties was limited by members of the board and was
subject to much stricter public reporting rules.

Charitable Societies and Muslim Committees as
Channels of Mobility

Looking at features, characterizing the Oren-
burg Muslim Society, we see that besides collegial-
ity, its membership consisted not only of busi-
nessmen. D. Denisov points out that along with
them, there were clerks, office workers, imams,
representatives of national intellectuals, including
teachers and journalists. The society had 129
members in 1907, 296 members in 1908, 306
members in 1909, 323 members in 1910, 267
members in 1911, 269 members in 1912 and 320
members in 1913 [5, pp. 66—69]. In October 1906,
the Society opened a free Muslim library in Oren-
burg (now the Kh. Yamashev Library), financed
the creation and operation of three Muslim primary
schools in the poorest districts on the outskirts of
the city and two three-year educational and auxilia-
ry workshops for teaching poor Muslim children
(one specialized only in carpentry, the other had a
subsidiary subject of basket making with compul-
sory teaching of the Russian language) [5, p. 66—
69].

The preparation of the future Tatar elite in the
region was carried out by the Orenburg Society for
the Care of Muslim Students whose Charter was
registered on May 11, 1912. The board included
Muhammad-Zakir Ramiev (Derdmend, the chair-
man), mugallim Sungatulla Bikbulatov (a deputy
chairman), millionaire entreprencur Abdulhamid
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Khusainov (a treasurer), one of the founders of the
Tatar professional theater Mukhtar Mutin (a secre-
tary), the future politician and deputy of the Con-
stituent Assembly Shakir Muhammedyarov (a sec-
retary), mugallim Nurgali Nadiev (a secretary),
Muhammad-Fatih Karimi, Kh. V. Rameev,
mugallim and later the clerk Haris Fayzi-
Chistapuli, the son of Riza-qadi, a future politician
and editor-in-chief of the newspaper “The Bulletin
of the Bashkir Government” (“Bashkortostan
khokumatenen tele”), mugallim Gabdurrahman
Fakhretdinov, entrepreneur Khusain Khusainov,
journalist Burkhan Sharaf, and among the mem-
bers there was the future mufti of Central Spiritual
Administration of Muslims of Russia Riza
Fakhretdin (1923-1936), the chairman of Milli
Idare in 1917-1918 Sadri Maksudi and the current
chairman of Milli Idare in 1919 Salim-Girey
Jantyurin. The society issued gratuitous benefits or
interest-free loans to Muslims entering or already
doing various courses in primary, secondary and
higher educational institutions in Russia. Among
the people who received such financial aid were
future deputies of the Constituent Assembly Shakir
Muhammadyarov, Muhammad-Najib Khalfin and
others. In the fall of 1913, the Society opened a
preparatory school in Orenburg for Muslim chil-
dren who wanted to enter gymnasiums and voca-
tional schools [22, p. 280]. Significant support for
those seeking to obtain higher and secondary reli-
gious and secular education in Russia and abroad
(before the outbreak of World War I) was provided
by the Orenburg Board of Trustees of the A.
Khusainov’s waqf (1907-1917) [23, p. 291].

“The Guardianship of the Poor Muslims of
Ufa” (1898-1915) had a legal right to render assis-
tance in mastering crafts and in obtaining educa-
tion in the madrasah of Ufa. In 1913, it opened a
carpentry workshop at the Usmania madrasah in
Ufa where twenty people were trained in 1913, and
455 rubles were spent for this purpose. According
to the report of the Board of Trustees of 1913,
2,704 rubles were allocated to help the poor and
students. At the same time, we mentioned the tar-
geted support for the “poorest” shakirds in the
amount of thirty seven people in Ufa madrassas; in
total, 1,375 rubles were allocated to the shakirds of
madrassas at 1-4 Cathedral Mosques of Ufa over
the year. [24, pp. 3, 5, 8, 24]. Social support and
preparation for life also concerned Muslim girls in
Ufa. Thus, the Ufa Muslim Ladies’ Society main-
tained an asylum where the girls learned literacy,
clothes and shoe making and other handicrafts
(527 rubles in 1914). In 1914, 1,652 rubles were
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allocated to seven educational institutions with 517
schoolgirls, primarily spent on the teachers’ sala-
ries [25, p. 7].

The “Society for Benefiting Poor Muslims of
Kazan” has officially reserved the right to finance
educational activities among Muslims. The funds
were mainly used to pay for the education of poor
shakirds in secondary and higher religious institu-
tions of Russia, as well as to create Russian-Tatar
primary schools subordinate to the “Society...”.
“From November 1, 1909, a Russian-Tatar men’s
school <...> and a Russian-Tatar women’s school
functioned at a Muslim asylum” [2, pp. 39-40].
Traditionally, in the 1910s, the main items of the
“Society for Benefiting Poor Muslims of Kazan”
expenditure (1898—1917) included an almshouse, a
maternity hospital and an orphanage-school. But in
the report of 1915, we also see donations to the
Mushtarieva girls’ school (2,788 rubles), as well as
to the Muslim hospital in Kazan (1,482 rubles) and
those in favor of Muslim victims of military opera-
tions in the Kars Region (3,013 rubles), that is, in
favor of the people who suffered during World
War I [26, pp. 53—63]. It should be said that during
the years of this war, almost all Muslim charitable
societies actively helped the wounded, although
not only Muslims were treated in Muslim hospi-
tals.

Thus, at the beginning of the 20" century, the
activities of the Muslim charitable societies were
not limited to social security. They helped with
money, clothing, food and stationery to the chil-
dren of both sexes from their poor families while
they were studying in primary school (for orphans
- in a school at an orphanage); then capable chil-
dren had the opportunity to receive secondary and
even higher education, while the rest learned a
craft. It is important that in the 1910s, there was a
tendency to educate girls as future teachers.

If we analyze the activities of the Muslim
Committees in 1917, we will immediately see the
desire, exemplified by the cities of Kazan and
Orenburg (see below), to ensure from-bottom-to-
top mobility for the lower strata of society: work-
ers, soldiers, clerks, artisans and women. On
March 12, 1917, the leadership of the Kazan Mus-
lim Committee (KMC) was formed: its chairman
was Fuad Tuktarov, the deputy chairmen
Gabdulla Apanay and Validkhan Tanachev, secre-
taries Amin Mustafin and Sultan-Akhmet
Gabyashi, members: Amina Mukhetdinova (repre-
senting female teachers), Ilyas Alkin (representing
military), Valiulla Ibragimov (representing bour-
geoisie), Sait Vakhidov (representing military) and
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Rakhimdzhan Daminov (representing the Society
of  Teachers), Kashshaf Tarjemani and
Akhmetzhan Mustafa (representing the clergy)
[27]. We can prove that this identification of the
KMC professional groups was not accidental using
two more examples. At a meeting on April 23, the
KMC formed two lists. The first of them was for
the members of the City Duma (real elections
would be held in October and, along with the KMC
list, the MSC list from its partners would also par-
ticipate). On April 23, the KMC recommended a
list that included four of its representatives (S.-G.
Alkin, F. Tuktarov, M.-N. Khalfin, G. Rafikov), it
was also planned to elect three representatives of
Muslim workers, one each from teachers, women,
clerks and artisans [28]. It is worth noting that the
KMC supported passive suffrage for women, and
in October 1917, Kh. Tanacheva was elected
member of the City Duma according to the KMC
list [29]. At a meeting on April 23, the KMC
formed a list of delegates to the First All-Russian
Muslim Congress. To represent the KMC itself,
only F. Tuktarov and I. Khanzafarov were recom-
mended; in addition, six delegates represented the
military, four represented workers, one each repre-
sented ulema, mugallim, mugallims, women, mer-
chants, teachers and clerks, that is, from the repre-
sentatives of very specific Kazan societies of
ulema, mugallim, mugallims, women, teachers and
workers. The military formed Kharbi Shuro, and a
meeting of Muslim soldiers was scheduled for
April 27-30, 1917, in Moscow on the eve of the
congress [28].

The political mobilization of the population
both for the religious reform (see the next section)
and for the creation of national structures proper,
as well as its mobilization for the coming elections,
primarily to the All-Russian Constituent Assembly,
became an issue of great importance for the
Muscoms’ activities. Imams remained the main
channel for agitation among the rural population.
Let us look at this political and educational activity
based on the example of the Muscoms in Kazan
and Ufa. On March 19, 1917, the KMC formed the
following commissions: financial, legal, infor-
mation and newspaper ones [30]. At the end of
March, courses were organized for imam-khatibs,
which were opened with a lecture by Kashaf
Tarjemani, the imam and mudarris of the Eleventh
Cathedral Mosque of Kazan. The lecture was de-
voted to the history of the OMSA and the All-
Russian Muslim Congresses of 1905-1906 and
1914. The KMC began canvassing in the districts
“to familiarize the population with the current situ-
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ation” [31]. By April 16, KMC branches operated
in the cities of Arsk, Mamadysh, Sviyazhsk,
Chistopol, the wvillage of Satyshevo and the
Mamadysh District of the Kazan Province; there
were also close contacts with the Muslims of the
Urzhum and Malmyzh Districts of the Vyatka
Province [32]. In the second half of March 1917,
the Ufa Committee began sending lecturers to the
districts of the Ufa Province (Mubaraksha Hanafi,
Galiaskar Gafurov, Kashafulla Shamsutdinov),
imams were considered to be the main assistants in
the organization procedures [33].

Managerial and organizational activities

Orenburg was the most vivid example of con-
tinuity in the leadership of the Muslim Charitable
Society and the Muslim Bureau. Thus, in 1906—
1907, the first chairman of the Orenburg Muslim
Society was Muhammad-Fatih Karimi, the political
leader of the Orenburg Muslims and the editor of
the newspaper “The Vakyt” in 1906-1917. How-
ever, after the defeat of the revolution of 1905—
1907, he lost this post and the society was headed
by the son of Gani-bai Khusainov - Abdulhamid
Khusainov (1913-1917) whose term of office was
the longest [9, p. 144]. However, immediately after
the February Revolution, on March 5, 1917, the
first meeting of Muslims was held in Orenburg
where the Standing Orenburg Muslim Bureau was
created under the chairmanship of Fatih Karimi
[34] who had been its permanent leader until he
became the head of the Orenburg provincial Milli
Shuro, elected at the First Congress of Muslims of
the Orenburg Province (September 27 — October
5), 1917 [35, p. 14]. The Orenburg Muslim Bureau
was housed in the building of the Orenburg Mus-
lim Society and the Muslim Library [36]. In Ufa,
we see that radical changes took place in 1915
when Salim-Girey Jantyurin, a liberal zemstvo fig-
ure, nobleman and a deputy of the First State Du-
ma, was replaced by the millionaire merchant Mu-
hammad-Najip Khakimov whose father created the
infrastructure at the mahalla level of the Fourth
Cathedral Mosque in Ufa and the Mosque
Khakimiya madrasah [37, pp. 161-162]. Soon the
“Ufa Trusteeship for Poor Muslims” changed its
name to the “Ufa Muslim Charitable Society”, and
its board included the Social Democrat Menshevik
Gumer Teregulov who headed the department of
foreign education at the Ufa provincial zemstvo
government in 1911, and in March 9, 1917, he be-
came the chairman of the board of the Committee
for the Dissemination of Citizenship Ideas among
Muslims; in July 1917, he was elected a member
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and then the chairman of the Executive Committee
of the Ufa Provincial Milli Shura (Muslim Nation-
al Council) [38, pp. 141-142]. Another member of
the board of the society was Idayatulla Enikeev
who, on March 9, 1917, would join the leadership
of the Ufa Committee for the Dissemination of
Citizenship Ideas among Muslims [39].

The meetings of the Committee for the Dis-
semination of Citizenship Ideas among Muslims
took place in the building of the Ufa Muslim Char-
itable Society, they were regularly covered in “The
Tormysh” reports of the meetings (see, for exam-
ple: [40]). Later, the Ufa Provincial Milli Shura
(the Muslim National Council) was also housed in
the building of the charitable society.

On March 6, 1917, nine people were elected to
the Orenburg Muslim Bureau. Along with Fatih
Karimi, we see Burkhan Sharaf and Mukhtar
Mutin, members of the board of the Orenburg So-
ciety for the Care of Muslim Students, Kalimulla
Khasanov, a former deputy of the Second State
Duma, Ibragim Bikchentaev, the head of the De-
partment of Non-Russian Education of the Oren-
burg Provincial Zemstvo Government, Akhmed
Baitursunov, a prominent Kazakh politician, later
one of the leaders of Alash Hordes, A.
Timerbulatov and A. Niyazbaev [40]. A few days
later, at professional meetings, representatives of
imams, teachers, countermen, clerks and workers
were elected to the Bureau. For example, on March
10, 1917, there was a meeting of imams and muez-
zins of Orenburg chaired by Zahidulla Kashaev,
the mullah of the Fifth Cathedral Mosque. The
imam of the Menovna mosque, Iskhak Adilgareev,
and the imam of the Third Cathedral Mosque,
Abdulgaziz Abdulkarimov, were delegated to the
Bureau [41].

On April 8-10, 1917, the Orenburg Muslim
Bureau organized a unique meeting of the
Muscoms and bureaus’ representatives of both Eu-
ropean and Asian Russia, its many decision points
were enshrined in the resolutions of the First All-
Russian Muslim Congress (Moscow, May 1-11,
1917). The meeting, chaired by Muhammad-Fatih
Karimi, the leader of the Orenburg Muslim Bu-
reau, was attended by representatives of the Kazan
Muslim Committee (Validkhan Tanachev and
Najib Khalfin), the Ufa Committee for the Dissem-
ination of Citizenship Ideas among Muslims of Ufa
(Vagiz Navruzov and Gabdurrahman
Fakhretdinov), Tashkent (Gabdelsami kary
Zyyabaev and Sadyk Gabdussatarov) and repre-
sentatives of the Kazakh congress (Miryakub
(Mirjakip) Dulatov and Khusain Turajanov), the
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Muslim Bureau of Samara (Gabdurrahman
Minyushev), Akmolinsk (Gabdurrahman
Murtazin), Kargaly (Muhammadi hazrat Mustaev)
and Kazalinsk (Gabdulla Davletshin). After the
reports, made by the representatives of the regions,
the second block of items, considered at the meet-
ing, concerned the issues scheduled for the First
All-Russian Muslim Congress, including the issues
of national and cultural self-government, the elec-
tions to the Constituent Assembly; the issue of the
outskirts; the assistance rendered to war victims;
women’s question; labor and land issues; the or-
ganization of the All-Russian Muslim Congress. In
relation to the organization of the bodies of power,
the issues on the attitude towards the Councils and
local self-government bodies were considered, as
well as the needs of local self-governments and
their relationship with the Provisional Govern-
ment; another item was the participation in the
Turkestan Muslim Congress. It was proposed to
transfer the land issue to the All-Russian Constitu-
ent Assembly for it to make a decision. The Rus-
sian Federal People’s Republic was supported as a
form of a governing body. As for the religious
question, freedom and equality of all religions
were proclaimed; religious affairs were separated
from state affairs; religious mektabs and madrassas
were made subordinate to the Spiritual Assembly
(Mahkama-i-Shargiya) of Muslims of Inner Russia.
The representatives of the Muscoms of Kazan, Ufa
and Orenburg agreed on mutual cooperation [42].
Compared to other decisions, the most radical one
was the support of territorial federation, since be-
fore the Moscow Congress the question had been
raised about a unitary republic with broad local
self-government and religious autonomy.

The first key task that the emerging Ufa Com-
mittee for the Dissemination of Citizenship Ideas
among Muslims set for itself was its control over
the OMSA. However, the Committee did not have
either its leadership or name, so far. On March 5,
1917, the first rally of Muslims was organized in
Ufa with a demand to remove the mufti of the
OMSA Muhammad-Safa Bayazitov from office
and arrest him and the kazy Ginyatulla Kapkaev, to
grant freedom to Muslims in their religious and
national-cultural affairs and to delegate Muslim
representatives to public organizations. As a result
of this meeting, a working group was created under
the leadership of G. Teregulov and Z. Kadyri, the
editor of “The Tormysh” newspaper. On March 6,
1917, these two people began the formation of the
Committee (the original name was “a bureau”),
which immediately put forward the slogan of
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spreading political consciousness among the peo-
ple and the resignation of M.-S. Bayazitov and G.
Kapkaev [43].

On March 7, 1917, the Presidium of the Ufa
Provincial Committee of Public Organizations ap-
pointed three commissioners to oversee the activi-
ties of the OMSA: A. Akhtyamov, K.-M. Alkin, G.
Teregulov, all three were secular figures. The legit-
imacy of Abusugud Akhtyamov was determined
primarily by his role during the revolution of
1905-1907, as a member of the Central Committee
of the Ittifak al-Muslimin Party and a deputy of the
First State Duma from the Ufa Province in 1906.
Previously, in 1895-1899, as a qualified lawyer
who graduated from the Faculty of Law of the Ka-
zan Imperial University, he served as secretary of
the OMSA [44, pp. 14-15]. Kutlug-Mukhammed
Alkin came from a Tatar family of large landown-
ers and hereditary nobles, he was elected a member
of the Belebeevsky District Zemstvo Assembly
over the period of 1894-1911 and a member of the
Ufa City Duma in 1912-17. As a philanthropist, in
1906 he was one of the initiators of the opening of
the Galiya Madrasah and remained a member of
the Board of Trustees of the Galiya Madrasah until
1915, he was also a member of the Board (a treas-
urer) of the Ufa Society for Assistance to Students
in Higher Educational Institutions [45, p. 11].

The issue of OMSA was considered at a meet-
ing of the Bureau on March 7, which initially gave
the name to the Committee itself. The second part
of the meeting was devoted to the issue of the
OMSA, when the appointment of the above three
commissioners was announced and the removal of
M.-S, Bayazitov and G. Kapkaev was approved,
which led to the reliance in the OMSA on the other
two qadis: S. Urmanov and N.-M. Mamliev who
expressed their loyalty to the Provisional Govern-
ment. Salikhdzhan Urmanov addressed the clergy
of the Assembly with an appeal to support the new
government and informed them about the resigna-
tion of Bayazitov and Kapkaev, the information
which at that time remained unpublished.
Gabdurrahman Fakhretdinov, representing the mil-
itary clergy, announced the need to remove G.
Kapkaev who, unlike M.-S. Bayazitov, was in Ufa
at that time. It was decided that from the next day
the commissioners would take control of the
OMSA, ensure the resignation of M.-S. Bayazitov
and G. Kapkaev and undertake measures for the
speedy election of new kazys [46].

On March 9-10, a meeting was held on the is-
sue of the OMSA managing board of sixteen peo-
ple consisting of two gadis, imams of the five Ca-
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thedral Mosques in Ufa, three commissars - Zakir
Kadyri, the head teacher of the Usmaniya madras-
ah Gabdulla Sh(o)nasi, Usman and Akhmed-Sultan
Teregulovs and Gabdurrahman Fakhretdinov. The
main item was the need for by-elections of at least
one kazy to ensure a quorum, since out of four
kazy members only two remained. Gabdurrahman
Fakhretdinov announced that his father Riza-qadi
Fakhretdin could not return to this post at OMSA
[47]. Thus, the issue could not be resolved until the
end of March, when Khujat al-Hakim
Makhmudov, the imam of the city of Turgai, the
Turgai Region, was elected to be qadi. He was ap-
proved by the Ufa Provincial Government, which
resolved the issue of a quorum in the OMSA [48].
In this case, the most important thing was the col-
legial nature of this meeting, as it was attended by
representatives of three groups of the Muslim elite
from the city of Ufa: the older generation of
zemstvo, urban and all-Russian revolutionaries of
1905-1907; OMSA qadis loyal to the new gov-
ernment and imams of the five Cathedral Mosques
of Ufa; as well as the leaders of the emerging Ufa
Committee for the Dissemination of Citizenship
Ideas among Muslims, which was created in paral-
lel with the OMSA meeting on March 9, 1917 by a
group of Muslim intellectuals in Ufa. Its members
were: Gumer Teregulov (the chairman), Zakir
Kadyri, Galimdzhan Ibragimov (the deputy chair-
man), Gamde (Gumda) Khabirov (a secretary),
Vagiz Navruzov, Sagit Ramiev, Ismagil Subaev,
Idiatulla  Enikeev, Khabibulla  Akhtyamov,
Akhmet-Sultan  Teregulov, Zakir  Shakirov,
Gabdulla Sh(o)nasi, Iskhak Kasmasov and Salih
Khabirov. With the exception of Khabibulla
Akhtyamov, the imam of the opening Sixth Cathe-
dral Mosque in Ufa, we see only the secular intel-
ligentsia in the person of two head teachers of
Jadid madrassas (Galimdzhan Ibragimov and
Gabdulla Sh(o)nasi), Zakir Shakirov, the inspector
of non-Russian schools from the Department of
Public Education of the Ufa Provincial Zemstvo
Government, employees of “The Tormysh” (Zakir
Kadyri and Gumda Khabirov), Akhmet-Sultan
Teregulov, an official on special assignments un-
der the Ufa Governor and Sagit Ramiev, a classic
of Tatar poetry [49].

On March 17, 1917, “The Tormysh” newspaper
published information about the OMSA meeting
chaired by Abusugud Akhtyamov. Like the leader-
ship of the Kazan Muslim Committee in Kazan, the
leaders of the Ufa Committee for the Dissemination
of Citizenship Ideas among Muslims used imams to
propagate their ideas. On behalf of the Committee,
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Gomer Teregulov declared that the duty of the cler-
gy under the existing conditions was to explain the
current situation to the population and assist the
Provisional Government by delivering relevant ser-
mons [50]. The Charitable Society was also used as
a platform for disseminating the Committee’s ideas.
On March 16, 1917, a meeting of the society was
held, which discussed the current situation in the
country. G. Teregulov announced their support for
the power of the Provisional Government, the elec-
tions to the Constituent Assembly and announced
the beginning of the Committee’s activities. Gumda
Khabirov gave a brief report on the activities of the
Committee and presented its Charter. At the meet-
ing of the Society, 830 rubles were raised for the
benefit of the Committee. [S1]. Along with the pub-
lication of materials about its activities, in almost
every issue of the newspaper “The Tormysh” (its
editor being Zakir Kadyri), from March 1917, the
Committee began its publishing activity by printing
brochures, including the Charter of the Committee
in the Tatar language and the brochure “Rusiyada
zur uzgeresh kunnere” (“The Days of Big Changes
in Russia”) [52].

The Committee played a leading role in organ-
izing and holding two Ufa provincial Muslim con-
gresses in April and July, 1917. The First Ufa Pro-
vincial Muslim Congress took place on April 14—
17, 1917. The leaders of the Committee, Gumer
Teregulov and Zakir Kadyri, were responsible for
preparing the program. The organizing committee
consisted of Idiatulla Enikeev, Akhmet-Sultan
Teregulov, Gabd(ur)rahman Fakhretdinov and
Usman Teregulov [33]. The congress spoke in fa-
vor of the religious autonomy of Muslims and their
control of local schools [53, p. 136]. At the same
time, here, local committees and bureaus continued
to cooperate, and a vertical structure at the provin-
cial level had not yet been created, which hap-
pened in accordance with the decisions of the Se-
cond Ufa Provincial Muslim Congress, held on
July 13-15, 1917 [54, p. 137]. It created the Ufa
Provincial Milli Shura (Ufa vilayat Milli Shurasy)
as a representative body of Muslims of the Ufa
Province, and from August 1917 as a regional
body of the Muslims’ National-Cultural Autonomy
representing the Turkic-Tatars of Inner Russia and
Siberia in July 1917- April 1918. On July 16,
1917, the first meeting of the Executive Committee
of the Ufa Provincial Milli Shura was held where it
was decided to stop the activities of the Ufa Com-
mittee for the Dissemination of Citizenship Ideas
among Muslims in early August and its district
committees until August 5. To transform district
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committees into district Milli Shuras, district Mus-
lim congresses were to be held [55]. For example,
on August 5, 1917, the Second Belebey District
Muslim Congress advocated the creation and be-
ginning of the District Milli Shura activities in ac-
cordance with the instructions of the Ufa Provin-
cial Milli Shura during the liquidation of Muskom
in Belebey [56].

As we have already indicated, the Muskoms
considered, as their key function, the organization
of participation in elections, which were held on
the basis of universal suffrage, including women,
for the first time in the history of Russia. Let's con-
sider this case using the example of the elections of
glasnyis (a member with a casting vote in the Rus-
sian Empire) to the City Dumas of Ufa, Kazan and
Orenburg, which took place in the summer—
autumn of 1917. In June 1917, the Ufa Committee
for the Dissemination of Citizenship Ideas among
Muslims concentrated its activities on the election
of Muslim glasnyis to the Ufa City Duma. On June
2, 1917, a general meeting was held and a commis-
sion was formed to prepare Duma elections [57].
On June 16, 1917, a general meeting of Ufa Mus-
lims, devoted to the elections to the City Duma,
was held at the Vidineev Theater. G. Teregulov
spoke in support of a Unified Muslim Bloc, alt-
hough he announced the possibility of an alliance
with the Social Revolutionaries. G. Ibragimov ad-
vocated a single bloc with the Socialist Revolu-
tionaries and Social Democrats. As a result, out of
the seventeen elected Muslim glasnyis in the City
Duma, eight represented the list of socialists and
nine represented a single Muslim list nominated at
the general meeting of Muslims in Ufa [58]. At the
same time, in the elections to the Orenburg City
Duma on July 9, 1917, the Orenburg Muslim Bu-
reau had twelve glasnyis on their single list (in to-
tal, Muslims received 20 seats out of 100) [16, p.
279]. In October, in the elections to the Kazan City
Duma, the KMC list received six seats out of
eighteen Muslim voters [29], which showed the
growing influence of left socialists represented by
the Muslim Socialist Committee after the failure of
the Kornilov rebellion at the end of August 1917.

Results

Based primarily on our analysis of Muslim
charitable societies’ reports in the period of 1906—
1916 and the data from the Tatar press published in
Ufa and especially in Orenburg in 1917-1918, we
have traced a high level of continuity maintained
by the leadership of charitable societies in the
1900s —1910s and Muslim committees and bureaus

in the spring and summer of 1917. Both of these
organizations were considered to be the bodies that
were able to effectively mobilize their members to
solve the assigned tasks.

Conclusions

Since in the second half of the 1900-1910s, the
all-Russian Muslim liberal monarchist party
“Ittifaq al-Muslimin” was not registered in the
Russian Empire, and the registration of Muslim
socialist movements was out of the question, it was
the charitable societies that were the only legal
form of Muslims’ collegial social activity, which
was widespread in many urban centers of the Eu-
ropean and Asian Russia in the Russian Empire.

The example of Muslim members of charitable
societies in Kazan, Ufa and Orenburg shows that
many of them played a key role in public activities,
in Muslim committees and bureaus created first
after the February Revolution of 1917, and then in
the bodies of national autonomy (Milli Idare and
provincial Milli Shuras), which were formed in
August and especially in the autumn of 1917. In
the summer — autumn of 1917, the chairmen of the
Muscoms in Kazan (M.-F. Tuktarov), Ufa (G.
Teregulov) and Orenburg (M.-F. Karimi) headed
the respective provincial Milli Shuras. The
Muscoms of Ufa and Orenburg were located in the
buildings of the charitable societies, used their in-
frastructure for Muscoms’ activities; thus, in Ufa
they were directly involved in raising financial as-
sistance on the charitable society’s venue.

The composition and leadership of Muslim
charitable societies were predominantly of a quali-
fied nature (bourgeoisie, clergy); in Ufa there were
also zemstvo and city leaders, mainly from the no-
bility. This is especially clearly seen in their leader-
ship. The leaders of the Muscoms of Kazan (M.-F.
Tuktarov), Ufa (G. Teregulov) and Orenburg (M.-F.
Karimi) did not have their own significant financial
resources. This also applied to other members of the
leadership, where the secular intellectuals (often
teaching in madrassas) predominated. At the same
time, the Muskoms, along with the representatives
of the bourgeoisie and the clergy, included repre-
sentatives of the lower strata of the population (mili-
tary men, mainly soldiers), workers, clerks and arti-
sans. Muscoms were not strictly based on the ethnic
orientation of the politicians. Thus, one of the nine
members of the Orenburg Muslim Bureau of its first
composition was Akhmet Baitursunov who during
the years of the Revolution of 1905-1907 proved
himself as a defender of the Kazakhs’ lands, later,
from 1914, he was the editor of the newspaper “The
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Kazakh” (Orenburg), in 1917 he became one of the
leaders of the Alash party, and then the Alash-Orda.
By the end of 1917, Gabdurrahman Fakhretdinov
had emerged as one of the Bashkir autonomists’
leaders.

The Muscoms operated based on the principles
of equality, which included voting under universal
suffrage. Therefore, they were eager to gain access
to larger sections of the population. The Kazan
Muslim Committee and the Orenburg Muslim Bu-
reau included representatives of various profes-
sional groups. The Muskoms of Ufa, Kazan and
Orenburg took an active part in the elections of
glasnyis to the City Dumas in the summer— autumn
of 1917. However, as early as in March 1917, the
issue of elections to the All-Russian Constituent
Assembly was raised, which made it necessary to
contact primarily with the rural population. KMC
actively collaborated with Jadid imams (starting
with A. Apanay), organized lectures for imams in
Kazan and sent agitators to the districts of the
province. From the very beginning, the Ufa Com-
mittee for the Dissemination of Citizenship Ideas
among Muslims tried to establish control over the
OMSA in order to use the propaganda potential of
the clergy, especially in rural areas. G. Teregulov
in Ufa and I. Bikchentaev had the experience of
heading the Education of Non-Russians Depart-
ment in the Ufa and Orenburg Provincial Zemstvo
Councils, respectively. In the fall of 1917, G.
Ibragimov and his supporters from among the Ta-
tar Left Socialist Revolutionaries actively used the
corresponding county education departments,
which provided access to teachers and the rural
population as a whole. As a result, the list entitled
“The Council of Peasant Deputies - the left faction
of the Muslim National Council, the Tatar Socialist
Revolutionaries, the Muslim National Council”
received five out of eight deputy mandates of Mus-
lims in the All-Russian Constituent Assembly (one
place went to the list of the Muslim National
Council represented by its chairman Gumer
Teregulov and two places were included on the list
of Bashkir federalists represented by Akhmad-Zaki
Validi and Gumer Kuvatov) [9, pp. 283-284].

Thus, Muslim charitable societies and Muslim
committees and bureaus played an important role
in ensuring the creation of civil society traditions
among Russian Muslims. The example of these
organizations in Kazan, Ufa and Orenburg makes
us see that their activities did not concern only so-
cial support for the poor, but also involved assis-
tance in obtaining education and vertical mobility
for the most talented of them, encouragement of
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their social and political activities, including par-
ticipation in general elections of 1917 up to the
elections to the All-Russian Constituent Assembly.
