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A TREASURE TROVE OF MEMOIRS
BY THE OUTSTANDING BOOK CRITIC ABRAR KARIMULLIN
(ON THE 100TH ANNIVERSARY OF THE SCHOLAR)

Karimullin Abrar
Gibadullovich (1925-2000) was an
academician, the first researcher of
the Tatar book  history, a
bibliographer, Doctor of Philology,
full member of the Academy of
Sciences of Tatarstan, Honored
Scientist of the TASSR, winner of
the State Prize of the Republic of
Tatarstan named after G. Tukay,
winner of the Kul Gali International
Prize, holder of high titles in various
nominations in many countries of
the world. He participated in the
Great Patriotic War.

Abrar Karimullin graduated from
the Faculty of History and Philology
of Kazan State University named
after V. L. Lenin (1953). In 1953-
1964 he was deputy director for
research at the Scientific Library of
Kazan State University; in 1964—
1992 he worked at the G. Ibragimov
Institute of Language, Literature and
Art of the Academy of Sciences of
the Republic of Tatarstan.

In 1991-1992, A. Karimullin
was a scientific consultant of the
National Library of Tatarstan.

He conducted research on the

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The Department of Manuscripts and Rare
Books of the National Library of the Republic of
Tatarstan has a memorial room with a complete
presentation of the Tatar people’s history, culture
and literature. The “owner” of this room was Abrar
Karimullin, an outstanding Tatar academic
bibliographer, one of the first researchers of the
Tatar book who made significant contributions to
all of these areas of our life.

The memorial room is based on a collection of
books, handwritten materials, photographs,
certificates of honour, orders and medals,
transferred from the scientist’s personal library.
Before starting to study A. Karimullin’s room, it is
appropriate to briefly outline his life and research
work.

Abrar Karimullin was born on May 29, 1925 in
the village of Chabya-Churchi in the Sabinsky
District of the TASSR. He graduated from high
school in 1941. The desire of the young man, who
excelled in his studies, was to continue his educa-
tion and master the profession of a teacher. But the
news of the outbreak of the war made him
temporarily forget about these dreams. The future
scholar was drafted into the army on January 7,
1943, and later went to the front. He participated in
the battles on the Kursk Bulge, crossed the steppes
of Mongolia, China and the Khingan Mountains.
Wounded and shell-shocked three times, he
returned to his native village only in 1947 [1].

After the end of the war, A. Karimullin had the
opportunity to complete his education and take up
scientific research. In 1953, he successfully
graduated from the Faculty of the Tatar Language
and Literature at Kazan University and got a job at
the scientific library of Kazan University. During
his time at the library, the young professional

established himself as a leader, bibliographer and
archaeographer who knew how to organise thor-
ough research. Here, he published articles on the
work of Tatar writers, their literary connections
and the history of their success. During these years,
A. Karimullin prepared numerous bibliographic
indexes on the history of Tatar literature, its
translations into Russian and the languages of the
peoples of the USSR, on linguistics and the history
of the TASSR.

In 1964, he was invited to work at the Institute
of Language, Literature and History. In 1968,
without doing a postgraduate course, he defended
his Ph.D. thesis “The emergence of Tatar printing
and new sources on Tatar philology: the 17" — the
1*" half of the 19 centuries”, simultaneously per-
forming the duties of his main occupation. In 1971,
the dissertation materials were published in a
separate book entitled “At the Origins of the Tatar
Book: from the Beginning of the Renaissance to
the 1860s” [2]. His interest in the history of the
book made Abrar Karimullin write, within a short
time, a major scientific work “The Tatar Book of
the Early 20™ Century”, on its basis he defended
his doctoral thesis in 1970 and received the degree
of Doctor of Philology. In 1983, his monograph
“The Tatar Book of Post-Reform Russia” was
published [3]. These fundamental works of the
scholar are devoted to the study of the history of
the Tatar printed word from the moment of its
origin to 1917.

Abrar Karimullin wrote many monographs on
the history and culture of the Tatar people, on the
importance of preserving their native language.
Among them are: “We Left a Mark in History” [5],
“The Language is the Guardian of the Nation” [6],
“Tatars: Our Name and Our Essence” [7].
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A. Karimullin was interested in the issue of the
similarity between languages. He was one of the
first in the history of world science to study the
genetic similarity between the Turkic languages
and the languages of the Maya, Incas, Aztecs and
Aymara Indians. His findings were published in a
separate book in 1995 [8].

In 1991, Abrar Karimullin, at the suggestion of
Razil Valeev (who held the post of the head of the
National Library in those years), got a job as a
scientific consultant to the National Library of the
Republic of Tatarstan. From that year on, a
specially created team of researchers, led by
A. Karimullin in the National Library of Tatarstan,
was busy compiling a complete consolidated
catalogue of Tatar printed books published before
1917. Being a major expert in the field of book
studies and bibliography, A. Karimullin not only
supervised this work, but also carried out most of it
himself: he collected data on the circulation of
books, compiled card files for individual
publishers, identified the authors of books and
people related to the history of the book.

The memorial room of A.Karimullin is of
great importance for preserving the cultural
heritage of the Tatar people, as well as as a storage
place for scientific publications. As for his
personal collection, it is based on books, journals,

personal handwritten collections of research
papers,  photographs, archival  documents,
postcards and booklets. The chronological

boundaries of the Foundation cover the period
from 1870 to 2005. There are about four thousand
books in Tatar, Russian, English, Turkish and
Bashkir, devoted to the issues of linguistics,
literary studies, history and bibliography.

The image of printed books, belonging to the
A. Karimullin ~ Foundation, deserves special
attention. They carry an ex-libris in the form of a
10x12 cm paper sticker with a drawing and text
Abrar Karimullin kitabb (Abrar Karimullin’s
book). Moreover, according to his will, each book
has an image of the Syuyumbike Tower (the Kazan
Kremlin) and the inscription “Qazan. Abrar
Karimullin”, as well as the word “Kazan” in
Arabic script and the address of the scientist
(420012 Kazan-12, Ulyanovykh Str., 57/12, 32.
Karimullin Abrar Gibadullovich), stamped with a
rectangular stamp.

A. Karimullin’s collection, along with other
scientific works, includes books related to
literature and art. The fund can be divided into
several groups:

- books by Abrar Karimullin;

- works, aimed at studying the history and
linguistic characteristics of particular people;

- dictionaries;

- works by famous Tatar writers;

- periodicals;

- books, written in Turkish, Kazakh, Uzbek and
English.

In the rich library of the academician, you can
get acquainted with theoretical materials on Tatar
literature, works representing different eras. The
shelves of the memorial room feature works by
Kul Gali, Mukhammedyar, G. Kandaly, K. Nasyri,
G. Tukai, G. Ibragimov, G. Iskhaki, H. Taktash,
N. Isanbet and G. Bashirov. The collection also
includes the works of the famous Tatar scientists
M. Zakiev, M. Usmanov, Kh. Minnegulov,
F. Garipova and others.

A significant place in A. Karimullin’s
collection is occupied by the works of Russian
scientists such as V. Bartold, V. Klyuchevsky,
I. Krachkovsky and books on bibliography,
published in different years. The Fund really val-
ues the dictionaries of the Tatar-Russian and
Russian-Tatar, Arabic-Russian and Tatar-Turkic
languages, dictionaries of terminology and
encyclopedic dictionaries of the Tatar language.

Over the years, several bio-bibliographic
indexes have been published, reflecting the life and
research work of Abrar Karimullin [9-11]. These
data, which cover an extensive list of literature,
indicate that the scholar’s scientific work was quite
long and versatile.

No matter what field A. Karimullin worked in,
he followed the path that he considered right, each
of his studies was characterized by a new approach
to well-known phenomena, events and facts.
Apparently, this explains the popularity of his
works with the general public.

Abrar-aga was actively working to find his
front-line friends with whom he had been together
in the war, and he corresponded with his friends
from different regions. These letters are carefully
kept in the memorial room of the library. The
handwritten memoirs reflect the feelings of
soldiers who fought together against the enemy,
were happy to return to a peaceful life, who found
each other and rejoiced in each other’s success.

The great Tatar scholar, unique personality,
academician A. Karimullin died on September 18,
2000 at the age of 75. The academician’s
contemporaries recalled that he worked tirelessly,
was a man of restless soul, and strove to improve
his knowledge. Despite all the difficulties of re-
search and social work, he remained faithful to the
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book, reflecting the history, search and people’s
way of life. It is this position of the scientist that
served as an important factor in his successful
study of the history of the Tatar book from its
origin to the present day.

Since May 3, 2003, the National Library of the
Republic of Tatarstan has been hosting the Interna-
tional Research and Practice Conferences
“Karimullin ukulary” (“Karimullin Readings”).
The readings include scientific reports on the na-
tional book issue and related memoirs of the peo-
ple who knew the scholar intimately.

In 2017, the conference materials were collect-
ed and published by the National Library Publish-
ing House. The collection, consisting of two parts,
contains articles by scientists from Lithuania, Bela-
rus, Kazakhstan, Turkey, as well as from Kazan,
Moscow, St. Petersburg, Simferopol and Ma-
khachkala, those who participated in these readings
in the period from 2003 to 2016 [12].

As we know, Abrar Karimullin was highly re-
spected by his fellow villagers. This is evidenced
by the fact that the central library of the Sabinsky
District has been named after Abrar Karimullin
since 2001. Of the scientist’s fellow villagers, his
close ties with Talgat Nazmiev are best-known.
The letters, written by the journalist and the acad-
emician, were published in 2018 in a periodical
called “Abrar Karimullin’s Letters” [13—14].

Every nation has its enterprising, intelligent
sons and daughters that it is proud of. Among them
is Abrar Karimullin. During his lifetime, he studied
the history of the Tatar book, and made the Tatar
nation known to the general public. I would like to
believe that his works will retain their significance,
and representatives of the younger generation will
continue on the glorious path of the scholar.
