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Introduction

In 1967, the USSR celebrated the 50" anniver-
sary of the October events of 1917 on a grand
scale. To implement the provisions of the Resolu-
tion of the Central Committee of the CPSU of Jan-
uary 4, 1967, “On preparations for the 50" anni-
versary of the Great October Socialist Revolution”,
the “Board of the Union of Writers of the USSR”
was given the task to “to ensure a high ideological
and artistic level of publications to prepare and
publish scientific and popular historical works...
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involving the participation of old Bolsheviks, vet-
erans of the Revolution, the Civil and Great Patri-
otic Wars, heroes of labor, prominent scientists and
public figures as authors” [1, pp. 3, 27-28]. This
inspired N. Isanbet to create a book of memoirs
about his contemporary Shaikhzada
Mukhammetzakir uli Babich (1895-1919), from
whose hands he received a poetic blessing in his
youth [2, pp. 166173, 238-240]. However, due to
censorship, the scholar-encyclopedist was only
able to partially publish his work (for details see:
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[3], [4]). N. Isanbet reflects on the poetic genius
and political tragedy of Sh. Babich during the peri-
od that covers less than a year in the life of the poet
and N. Isanbet himself: between the events of the
summer of 1918 and March 28, 1919, when the
poet was shot.

Materials and research methods

The chapter about the death of Sh. Babich in
January 2021 was published in the newspaper
“Madani Jomga” [5]. The full variant of the work,
that our study is based on, was published in the
popular science collection “Naqi Isanbet” [2, pp.
165-259]. Half a century later, the writer returned
to the story of his older contemporary’s creative
upsurge, poetic triumph and death, relying on his
personal memories. Analyzing the reasons for Sh.
Babich’s death in March 1919, N. Isanbet realisti-
cally and reliably describes the struggle that un-
folded in the Southern Urals in 1918-1920 be-
tween various armed forces, among which one can
distinguish not only the Reds and Whites (Komuch
armed forces), but also the Bashkir autonomists
and the peasant movement (senckcheler
‘forkmen’).

The first three volumes of the 4-volume Na-
tional-State Building of Bashkortostan (1917-
1925) by B. Kh. Yuldashbaev were used as the
main source for the history of the Bashkir move-
ment in the Southern Urals. They contain materials
on the poet’s socio-political activities, as well as
the data on his death and assessments of its causes
[6]. The role of the land issue in the Bashkir
movement for autonomy, the reduction of Bashkir
land holdings and the subsequent change in the
entire way of life of the Bashkir class were exam-
ined by us in 2001 in a monograph [7, pp. 6264,
316-321]. Also, worthy of attention are the articles
about Sh. Babich, which eliminate the “blank
spots” in his biography [8], [9].

The article is based on the comparative-
historical and problem-chronological methods, the
methods of synchronous and diachronic analysis,
periodization, classification, etc.

Discussion

To identify the reasons that led to Sh. Babich’s
death in the Orsk District of the Orenburg Province
in March 1919, N. Isanbet resorts to the technique
of parallelism when showing two events of 1918—
1919 in his memoirs. The writer describes a sum-
mer party for Tatar female teachers in Ufa [2, pp.
176—-182], and recreates a picture of an armed up-
rising against Soviet power in his native Zlatoust
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District of the Ufa Province, which broke out in the
summer of 1918 [2, pp. 187-205].

N. Isanbet gives a brief but comprehensive de-
scription of the land issue in the Southern Urals,
when the lands of the Bashkir patrimonial land-
owners (votchinniks) were given over to factories
in the 1730s, and then to Slavic settlers for agricul-
ture [2, pp. 211-217]. For the Bashkir autonomists
and Bashkir peasants, the protection of their land
fund was the main goal during the 1917 Revolution
and the Civil War. The process of land holdings’
confiscation was active throughout the 1730s—
1900s. Huge tracts of land passed into the hands of
both landowners and mining industry owners. In
1852, the Bashkirs had 1.78 horses and 1.07 cattle
per capita [10, pp. 9-14]. Traditional nomadic
economy could not exist under these conditions,
except for a number of volosts of the Orenburg
Province, and parts of the Sterlitamak and Zlatoust
Districts. According to P. Lyashchenko, the land
fund of the Bashkir population decreased from
11.5 million to 1.5 million tithes of land during the
period from the beginning of the 19" century to
1890 [11, pp. 507-508]. After the population from
the cantons, belonging to the former Bashkir-
Meshcheryatsky Army, was transferred to the Ci-
vilian Department on February 1, 1865, the De-
crees of February 11, 1869, and June 4, 1871, were
adopted [12, p. 554]; as a result, the area of Bash-
kir patrimonial lands was reduced from 13.8 mil-
lion tithes in the early 1860s to 6.6 million tithes
by the end of the 19" century (according to A.
Akmanov) [13, pp. 56-57]. This process continued
at the beginning of the 20™ century. In the 5" vol-
ume of the “History of the Bashkir People”, it is
indicated that “in 1905-1915 the Bashkirs were
forced to sell 300 thousand tithes in the Orenburg
Region and 222 thousand tithes in the Ufa Prov-
inces” [14, p. 57]. Therefore, in 1917, the leaders
of the Bashkir autonomists believed the agrarian
issue to be of key importance.

On November 15, 1917, Farman (Decree) No.
1 of the Bashkir Central Shuro (Council) was pro-
claimed, which stipulated the creation of autonomy
based on the eastern part of the Orenburg Province
[15, pp. 182—-183]. On December 8-20, 1917, in
Orenburg, the Third Bashkir Kurultai (Congress)
adopted a resolution on the land issue on Decem-
ber 20. Section VI, “On the settlement on the terri-
tory of Bashkiriya and on the eviction from its
borders,” states: Clause 16, “only Bashkirs and
other Muslim peoples who remain outside the bor-
ders of autonomous Bashkiriya enjoy the right to
settle on Bashkir territory,” and Clause 19, “all set-
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tlers who settled in Bashkiriya after April 20,
1898... are to exchange lands with those Bashkirs
and Muslims who remained outside the borders of
autonomous Bashkiriya and who wish to settle
within its borders” [15, p. 235].

On January 5, 1918, the deputy chairman of the
Bashkir government, Akhmad-Zaki Validi, made a
speech in Ufa in the Millet Majlise (the parliament
of national-cultural autonomy of Muslim Turco-
Tatars), but the parties failed to reach an agree-
ment. The key issue was the status of non-
Muslims, since A.-Z. Validi advocated the imple-
mentation of the above-mentioned plan to create a
purely Muslim autonomy, while the deputies of the
Millet Majlise insisted on complete equality of all
citizens [16]. On January 5, 1918, the All-Russian
Constituent Assembly proclaimed the Russian
Federal Republic. The Muslim socialist faction of
the Assembly declared the creation of a number of
subjects of the RFR, including the Volga Region—
Southern Ural State. On January 7, 1918, the Mil-
let Majlise declared the birth of a subject of the
RFR — the Idel-Ural State, and adopted a decision
on the procedure for creating the State [17, pp. 32—
34].

The popularity of various political movements
among Muslims in the Volga-Ural Region in No-
vember 1917 can be seen from the results of the
elections to the All-Russian Constituent Assembly.
The largest number of votes (322,166) went to List
No. 9 of the All-Russian Socialist-Revolutionary
Party and the Ufa Provincial Council of Peasants’
Deputies controlled by it. Second place was re-
ceived by List No. 3 (the left faction of the Muslim
National Council (Milli Shuro) headed by
Galimdzhan Ibragimov) — 304,844 votes, whose
proponents supported the Idel-Ural State, and in
March 1918, the Tatar-Bashkir Soviet Republic
(TBSR) as part of the RSFSR. Third place (list No.
11, “Bashkir Federalists™) got 135,967 votes. Milli
Shuro’s List No. 1 had 88,850 votes. 48,151 people
voted for the Bolshevik List No. 10 [18, pp. 156—
157]. The Bashkir List received 50.8% of the votes
in the Sterlitamak District and 58.2% in Nagqi
Isanbet’s native Zlatoust District. In other districts
of the province, the Tatar lists received a majority.
[19, pp. 82—84]. There was a clear predominance
of Tatar lists among Muslims throughout the Ufa
Province, except for two districts, with the domi-
nance of Russian Socialist Revolutionaries in the
Ufa Provincial Council of Peasants’ Deputies. The
Russian Socialist Revolutionaries, Bashkir auton-
omists and Tatar supporters of the Ufa Provincial
Milli Shuro would be the three forces that opposed
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Soviet power in the province from the spring of
1918, while the left faction of the Ufa Provincial
Milli Shuro, headed by G. Ibragimov, would go
over to the Soviet power after the dissolution of the
All-Russian Constituent Assembly [17, pp. 34-35].
On January 17, 1918, the decree “On the Commis-
sariat for Muslim Affairs” was adopted by the
Council of People’s Commissars at the People’s
Commissariat for Nationalities, where Mullanur
Vakhitov was appointed commissar and where G.
Ibragimov along with Sharif Manatov were depu-
ties. The central organ of the Commissariat was the
newspaper “Chulpan” (18.01.1918-21.03.1919)
[20, pp. 107-108] whose editor was G. Ibragimov.

In March 1918, after the introduction of the
food requisitioning (prodrazverstka), the Left So-
cialist Revolutionary Party left the Council of Peo-
ple’s Commissars; at the same time, peasant upris-
ings against the food requisitioning began in the
Southern Urals. In mid-March 1918, an uprising
occurred in the Buraevskaya Volost of the Birsk
District in the Ufa Province, which was suppressed
on March 27, 1918 [21, p. 543]. In Nagqi Isanbet’s
native Zlatoust District, at the Mesyagutovsky
Peasant Congress that began on March 2, a resolu-
tion was adopted demanding the resignation of the
Council of People’s Commissars, the resumption
of the activities of the Constituent Assembly and
the bodies of zemstvo, city and volost self-
government [14, p. 88]. The second wave of upris-
ings began in May and by mid-June they had en-
gulfed most of the volosts of the Birsk District and
the Nogushevskaya Volost in the Ufa District. In a
number of volosts, the rebels, who supported the
Komuch government, established connections with
the troops of the Czechoslovak Corps and partici-
pated in joint operations against the Red Army [21,
p. 544]. This was the situation on the eve of the
civil war in the Southern Urals in the summer of
1918 that was described by Naki Isanbet in his
memoirs about Sh. Babich.

Describing his meeting with Sh. Babich at the
Muslim Women’s Teachers” School (Dar ul-
mugallimat), N. Isanbet positively assessed the
educational policy of the first year under the Soviet
regime, which created conditions for the certifica-
tion of male mugallims and female mugallimas,
male teachers and female teachers after they com-
pleted their courses. Here, we are talking about a
party arranged at the mugallimas courses that
opened in Ufa on the basis of the Usmaniya Mad-
rasah on May 10, 1918 [22]. The founder of the
women’s courses at the Usmaniya Madrasah was
mudarris Jihangir Abzgildin. They began operating
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in May 1917, i.e., they had no relation to the Soviet
power bodies. “Dar ul-mugallimat” as a Muslim
women’s teacher’s school (seminary) was created
in 1916 in Ufa. It was under the jurisdiction of the
OMDS (Orenburg Mohammedan Spiritual Assem-
bly), and later of the provincial Milli Idare (the
local branch of the government of national-cultural
autonomy of Muslim Turco-Tatars), that is, it was
not created by the Soviet regime [23, p. 40].

In mid-July 1918, Sh. Babich was involved in
the formation of Bashkir military units in the
Sharypovskaya and Bakayevskaya Volosts of the
Ufa District and Province [24, p. 239]. That is why
he showed up at the party in a military uniform
with a pistol holster [2, pp. 177-182].

N. Isanbet recalled his returning home from
Ufa where he worked as a teacher. This is the way
he described how he involuntarily found himself at
the epicenter of the tragic events, although he was
just a rural teacher: “The Czechoslovaks, who ar-
rived from Chelyabinsk, captured our district cen-
ter Zlatoust... By this time, the Soviet Red Army
had not yet managed to line up in the proper order,
and it could not put up armed resistance to the reg-
ular army. In Samara, Komuch, the government
<of members> of the Constituent Assembly,
emerged. The White Power, relying on the inter-
vention and the forces of the Entente, began arriv-
ing in our district, which had not yet recovered
from the terrible uprising of the Senekcheler (see
above - A. Kh.). Those who managed to escape
executions or showed sympathy for the Soviets ran
away, went into the forests, became partisans.
There were especially many of them in Nasibash,
Atau and Kigah” [2, pp. 201-202].

In June 1918, the entire rural part of the Zlato-
ust District, as well as the Kusinsky, Satkinsky,
Petropavlovsky and Nikolsky factories, were en-
gulfed in an anti-Bolshevik uprising. On June 25,
the Red Army “hastily abandoned the city of Zla-
toust” [25], “in Mesyagutovo alone, about 400
people were tortured to death” [26].

Having gone on a vacation trip, teachers Nagqi
Isanbet and Khadi Sagdi found themselves at the
epicenter of the Senekcheler uprising
Mesyagutovo — and almost perished. “After the
formation of Soviet power, this Zlatoust District
became the place of the very first and the most bru-
tal, the bloodiest war of the Senekcheler in Russia.
Because of the subsequent intervention, these
events remained uncovered,” the writer believed
[3, pp. 187—188]. According to N. Isanbet, these
events were provoked by the landowner Murashev
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from the Russian village of Sikiyaz' who con-
vinced the peasants from the neighborhood that the
Soviets would take their land away. At that time,
on the Ai River there were many “Russian kulaks
(wealthy peasants), zemstvo officials, priests and
officers without their shoulder straps...” Having
intimidated the well-to-do peasants, they raised an
armed uprising against the Red Guards. Within the
framework of the Soviet course, N. Isanbet primar-
ily blamed the Socialist Revolutionary Party for
these uprisings, the party that was the most influ-
ential one at that time in the Ufa Province [27, p.
32]. In 1920, 3.6 thousand people lived in
Mesyagutovo with adjacent villages [28, p. 178],
and 1,531 people in Sikiyaz [29, p. 499].

The rebels’ claims were expressed by the
Bashkir landowner (votchinnik) Sabirjan Agai. His
rather brief speech in fact formulated the entire
program of Bashkir autonomy, which did not
change fundamentally over a century’. The old
man was outraged that in the newspaper
“Chulpan”, Kh. Sagdi published a message inform-
ing that the Zlatoust District welcomed the Soviet
power and supported the call for the socialization
of the land [2, p. 191]. Sabirjan Agai was angry
with the mullah’s son because Kh. Sagdi had aban-
doned his father’s parish, had refused to be a mul-
lah and, contrary to tradition, had begun to live
with a woman of a different faith: “Do you call
yourself a proletarian? A proletarian is at a factory.
Where is the Bashkir factory? Is there one? There
hasn’t been either a Bashkir or a Tatar one yet. So-
cialization, you say. Tell me: is it your business to
distribute land? Is this land yours? (At this point,
he raised his fist, holding a sabre, to Khadi-abzy’s
nose). Don't make things up! You know very well
as you’ve read many history books: everyone
keeps saying: this is the Urals, this is the Agidel,
this is the Uzen, the Sakmara - this is our land and
water. Here you are: on one side of the border is
the Vyatka and Yekaterinburg, on the other side is
Toz-Tyube (Sol-Iletsk - A. Kh) ... this is all Bashkir
land! In order to avoid disputes in the future, we
legitimized our rights by submitting them to Ivan

p. 2].
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the Terrible for signature, that is why we signed a
treaty with the Muscovite tsardom. Now look,
what great number of boyars and factory colonists
have come to these lands since then? So what?
Who violated the treaty conditions? We? Didn’t we
fight for centuries to keep them out of these lands,
but the Tsar supported them, the Tsar. He gave the
order to shoot us, to organize a massacre. Salavat
fought with the army of General Mikhelson...

That is why we are having a revolution today!
We are also here to join it. Just think, what you are
writing? You are a Muslim yourself. So what? You
can figure it out for yourself: autumn has not come
yet, you see: the Bashkirs considered your fathers
and grandfathers to be Muslims and gave your vil-
lages land and water. If there was someone worthy
in your place, he would say: “thank you”... Whose
land are you distributing?.. Do you really think that
a Zlatoust worker from a factory will take it to give
it to you? Learn this: we are Bashkirs, neither
workers, nor capitalists, we have few peasants. We
breed cattle. Don’t you want all our pastures to be
divided between those newcomers who have come
here, saying that they want to build socialism here?
To leave us to perish from hunger? On our land?
Hey, hey, hey! The people, the people, you say!
Here you are standing in front of the people, tell
us: what right do you have to write something like
this on behalf of the people? Why are you mocking
at our religion? Or do you know the right way?"
(lit.trans. — A. Kh.) [2, pp. 192-194].

In this case, Turnaly was not just a village in
the Salavatovsky District of the Republic of Bash-
kortostan. It was a symbol of the quite recent
agrarian colonization of the region: “The village of
Turnaly (Permyaki) was founded in 1875 on the
patrimonial lands of the Bashkirs from the village
of Elgildino ... under an agreement on the allow-
ance for peasant settlers from the Vyatka Province,
the Kostroma and Penza Provinces, the Perm and
Ufa Provinces to settle there” [30, pp. 270-271].

It is noteworthy that eight years before the pub-
lication of N. Isanbet’s memoirs about Sh. Babich
in “Kazan Utlary”, a book by R. G. Kuzeev was
published, it cited Bashkir shajaras (family trees),
containing information about charters allegedly
given by Ivan IV (the original charters have not
survived) [31, pp. 33-34, 73, 78-79].

Of interest is the fact that in his speech,
Sabirjan Agay drew a parallel between the revolu-
tionary events of 1917 and the Pugachev Rebellion

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along with the personality of Salavat Yulaev. As we
know, the beginning of Salavat Yulaev’s personali-
ty glorification began in the 1940s in the Soviet
era, its peak was in 1967, at the beginning of the
stagnation period. Since 1967, the State Prize of
the Bashkir ASSR named after Salavat Yulaev in
the field of literature, art and architecture has been
awarded. On November 17, 1967, a monument to
Salavat Yulaev was unveiled in Ufa [32, p. 384].

In his memoirs, N. Isanbet draws a tragic paral-
lel between the image of Sh. Babich and the image
of Salavat. The epigraph to Sh. Babich’s poem
“Salavat Batyr” (1918) turned out to be prophetic:
“How old is Salavat? / How old is Salavat? / Twen-
ty-three years old... / On his head is a green Kam-
chatka burka” (from a folk song). The poet glori-
fied the people’s defender for his courage, ex-
pressed confidence that the memory of him would
forever be preserved among descendants, and the
spilled blood of the hero would inspire their further
exploits [33, p. 229]. The real Salavat did not die at
the age of 21 (according to another version, at the
age of 23). After a lengthy investigation, on Octo-
ber 2, 1775, together with his father, he was sent
into exile for life (in reality, it was eternal hard la-
bor) to the fortress of Baltic Port (now the city of
Paldiski in Estonia), where he died in 1800 [32, p.
384]. Sh. Babich lived for 24 years, and died after
a short trial and sentence. Let us recall that the So-
viet regime abolished the division of powers,
which in fact meant the transfer of judicial func-
tions to local Soviet bodies.

What was the situation like in the rural areas of
the Southern Urals in 1918-1919? “Researchers
are unanimous in their opinion that by the spring of
1918, the grain monopoly in the Ufa Province had
practically collapsed — and precisely because of the
peasant opposition. The region was engulfed in
peasant uprisings” [34, pp. 44—47]. In his address
to the Orenburg Provincial Executive Committee
on February 28, 1919, A.-Z. Validi particularly
emphasized that the peasant settlers supported the
Soviet government and had volunteered to serve in
the Red Guard. [34, pp. 102-103.]

The situation on the ground was aggravated by
the “Agreement between the Central Soviet Gov-
ernment and the Bashkir Government on the Soviet
Autonomous Bashkiria” of March 20, 1919. Ac-
cording to it: “I. The Autonomous Bashkir Soviet
Republic is formed within the borders of Little
Bashkiriya and constitutes a federal part that is part
of the R.S.F.S.R.
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II. The following volosts from the Orsk District
are part of Malaya  Bashkiriya: 27)
Preobrazhenskaya...” [35, pp. 653—656].

It should be noted that the Ufa and Orenburg
Provincial Councils did not support the Bashkir
autonomy. The leaders of the Orenburg Provincial
Council and the Bashkir autonomists had bloody
scores to settle beginning with the year of 1918.
On the night of March 2, 1918, the personnel of the
Bashkir military detachment and authorized repre-
sentatives of the Bashkir government were arrested
by the Baimak Council of Workers’ Deputies. On
March 4, 1918, armed Bashkir detachments, num-
bering about two thousand people, laid siege to
Baimak. On March 6, a regiment of Red Guards
under the command of N. Baranov, which had ar-
rived from Orsk, fought off the blockade. On
March 7, 1918, by the verdict of the Court of
Workers and Red Guards, according to various
sources, 20-25 people were killed, including the
members of the Bashkir government Gimran
Magazov and Gabdulla Idelbaev, along with five
Polish officer-advisers and soldiers of the Bashkir
volunteer detachment [6, pp. 301-340].

It was on these days, February 20, 1918 (old
style dates), that the Preobrazhensky District Peas-
ant Council adopted a resolution (“On the Issue of
Bashkurdistan” pointing to Item 4) “the latest sad
events — the incitement of the working Bashkir
people against the Russians by the bourgeoisie
(armament and armed attacks on Russian farms);
5) playing on the territorial independence of the
Bashkirs. At the same time, the congress, categori-
cally speaking out against the territorial autonomy
of Bashkurdistan, recognizes the right of the
Bashkirs to territorial self-determination™ [6, p.
299].

What settlements of the Orsk District are we
talking about here? N. Isanbet mentions the village
of Mikhailovka: “The village of Mikhailovka was
founded by peasants from the village of Maloyaz
in the Ufa Province (a Russian village now in the
Chelyabinsk Province not far from the modern
center of the Salavat District in the Republic of
Bashkortostan, the village of Maloyaz) on land
purchased from the Bashkirs of the village of
Karatavly in 1874 [36]. The Preobrazhensky cop-
per smelter was founded in 1748 on land purchased
from the Bashkirs. In June 1774, the plant was
burned down by rebellious Bashkirs: “in 1773—
1775, 84 plant residents were killed or went miss-
ing” [37, pp. 391-393]. According to the Bashkir
Encyclopedia, at the end of May 1774, Bashkir
rebels destroyed and burned down the industrial
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buildings and structures, disabling the equipment.
“Later, landowners began to transfer Russian serfs
from the Volga Region to the village near the plant.
Administratively, it was part of the Orsk District in
the Orenburg Province. In November 1922, the
village of Preobrazhenskoye became the center of
the Zilair Canton” [38, p. 175].

The Russian residents of Preobrazhenskoye
and Sh. Babich had different ideas about the times
of Pugachev and Salavat, as well as about the terri-
torial affiliation of Preobrazhenskoye or Zilair. The
situation was aggravated by the inclusion of the
village into Malaya Bashkiriya, whose symbol of
power was Sh. Babich. The story of Kh. Sagdi and
Isanbet ended happily, since Kh. Sagdi found a
relative and patron among the local Bashkirs. Sh.
Babich and Irkebaev did not manage to escape af-
ter their arrest by Preobrazhenskoye Council exec-
utives.

N. Isanbet quoted an eyewitness: ‘“Akhat
Muratov, who saw the terrible nightmare of
Babich’s murder (one Bashkir peasant, a former
delegate to the Bolshevik Congress from the
Tangaur clan; Bashkortostan, the Khaibullinsky
District, Isanbetovo village), he wrote: “two young
Bashkir guys were taken out of a locked place.
Both were broad-shouldered, strong guys, smiling,
dressed in a Red Army uniform..., with stars on
their headdresses. These were our comrades, one of
them was Shaikhzada Babich, the other was
Irkebayev. The commissar, who conducted the
congress, said that these guys were ours, the mem-
bers of the Bashkir government, and he insistently
asked to save them. What the locals told him was:
if you don’t want them to be shot, stand between
them. The commissar couldn’t. Comrades Babich
and Irkebayev were placed by the fence to be shot.
One big Russian guy, one of those who did the
shooting, started to take off Babich’s coat, and
Babich said: “Stop, comrade, I have things in my
pocket” (italics from the original in Russian. — A.
Kh.). Then the Russian guy said to Babich: “In the
next world, you dont need any things” (italics
from the original in Russian. — A. Kh.)... After that
the Russian youth, in anger, hit Babich on the head
with the butt of his gun...” [3, pp. 230-231]. Thus
ended the earthly path of the poet, who, like
Salavat, entered his fight for the Bashkir land...

Results
Having analyzed Naki Isanbet’s article
“Shaikhzade Babich” (1967), we have come to the
conclusion that the author sought to integrate Sh.
Babich, as a classic of Tatar and Bashkir literature,
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into the realities of the early stagnation period. The
key ideological moment was the interpretation of
the experience of the October Revolution and the
Civil War, which was officially carried out in ac-
cordance with the Resolution of the Central Com-
mittee of the CPSU of January 4, 1967, “On prepa-
ration for the 50™ anniversary of the Great October
Socialist Revolution”. Since the authorities nega-
tively assessed the experience of the Bashkir na-
tional movement led by A.-Z. Validi (1890-1970),
and the leader of the national movement himself
was still alive, N. Isanbet could focus only on Sh.
Babich’s creative work, to which a relatively large
part of his article was devoted [2, pp. 167-186,
234-259]. However, N. Isanbet described from his
personal experience the situation in the region dur-
ing the civil war, the white and red terror in the
Southern Urals in the summer of 1918 — spring of
1919 [2, pp. 187-204]. N. Isanbet explained how
Sh. Babich, from a Tatar-speaking poet in 1917,
turned into a Bashkir national activist who in 1918
became the main poet of Bashkir autonomism and
a member of the Bashkir government [2, pp. 206—
226]. At the same time, N. Isanbet showed the in-
exorable logic of the civil war, whose victims were
idealistic revolutionaries [2, pp. 226-238]. It hap-
pened to Mullanur Vakhitov in August 1918, and to
Shaikhzada Babich in March 1919. On the 50"
anniversary of the Great October Socialist Revolu-
tion, N. Isanbet set the task that had not been pre-
viously solved: to create a biography of Sh. Babich
that would be recognized by the authorities [2, p.
240], in which he partially succeeded. However, if
S. Yulaev has been entirely integrated into the offi-
cial coordinate system of Soviet Bashkiria, the
transformation of Sh. Babich into an unambiguous-
ly recognized positive character occurred only in
the first half of the 1990s, when along with the
State Prize of the Republic of Bashkortostan
named after Salavat Yulaev, the State Republican
Prize of the Bashkir ASSR named after Shaikhzada
Babich in the field of literature, art and architecture
was first awarded [39, p. 174].

Conclusions

Our analysis of N. Isanbet’s book of memoirs
“Shaikhzada Babich”, the documents and research
on the civil war in the Southern Urals in 1918-
1919 has made it possible for us to conclude that
N. Isanbet created a coherent and consistent picture
of the Southern Urals events, which led to the
death of Sh. Babich. The Tatar writer described the
activities of the main political forces operating in
the Southern Urals at that time, he convincingly
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demonstrated their military-oriented way of solv-
ing problems, resorting to terror. Using a specific
example, the writer explained the position of the
Bashkir autonomists on the land issue and the fun-
damental incompatibility of their position with the
position of the all-Russian Socialist Revolutionary
Party, which dominated the local Soviet bodies of
the Southern Urals in 1918-1919. N. Isanbet
showed that Sh. Babich’s death was a natural con-
sequence of this situation. The writer saw a parallel
between the fates of Salavat Yulaev and
Shaikhzade Babich, who joined the armed struggle
for Bashkir lands, and whose lives ended tragical-
ly. However, the book contains a story of a “mirac-
ulous rescue”: the Bashkir patrimonial owner
(votchinnik) Sabirjan Agai saved Khadi Sagdi and
Nagqi Isanbet. Here, we can recall the textbook sto-
ry by A. S. Pushkin “The Captain’s Daughter”,
when first the mercy of Yemelyan Pugachev and
later of Catherine II saved Petrusha Grinev who
would live on happily ever after. The writer, scien-
tist and encyclopedist Naqi Isanbet (1899—1992)
would also live a long life. Unlike Sh. Babich, he
would not put his talent to the service of the politi-
cal projects of the 20" century.

The book of memoirs by Naqi Isanbet
“Shaikhzada Babich” is a multifaceted literary
work that combines historical and literary compo-
nents. The author managed to create a realistic and
comprehensive picture of the civil war events in
the Southern Urals in 1918-1919. N. Isanbet re-
flected on the exorbitant price that the talented poet
paid for his participation in the armed confronta-
tion. The author of the memoirs managed to show
that the execution of Sh. Babich and Irkabayev was
not an accident, as it reflected the deep contradic-
tions that emerged during the civil war in the
Southern Urals. Citing the positions of various par-
ties regarding the future development of the South-
ern Urals Region and all of Russia, Naqi Isanbet,
in the conditions of Soviet ideology and censor-
ship, created a truly realistic picture of the civil
war period in the Southern Urals in 1918-1919, its
personification was the death of Shaikhzada
Babich.
