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In the book “Journalism Born in Flames” (“Ut
echende tugan matbugat”), Alfiya Shamova makes
a wonderful review of the frontline newspapers
published in the Tatar language. The collection in-
cludes poems, letters, and excerpts taken from the
articles of Tatar writers and journalists. These
sources cover the activities of Tatar frontline

newspapers, and clearly show how our famous
writers, living in the trenches, fought for the libera-
tion of the Soviet country from Nazi fascists.

The collection is dedicated to the memory of
the outstanding Tatar writer Afzal Shamov (1901—
1990). The military commander Afzal Shamov was
the only Tatar writer who went through three wars:
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the Civil War, the Great Patriotic War and the So-
viet-Japanese War. He went to all the three wars of
his own volition. The writer captured seven fascists
on June 30, 1944 during the operation “Bagration”
in Belarus. For three years and six months Afzal
Shamov contributed articles to frontline and mili-
tary newspapers “The Forward to Defeat the Ene-
my!” and “The Suvorov Onslaught” (1943-1946).

In her interview, given to Intertat, Alfiya
Shamova says that about twenty Tatar writers
served as war correspondents during the war:
“They were Khatib Gusman, Sharaf Mudarris,
Shaykhi Mannur, Abdulla Akhmet, Akhmet
Yerikey, Gali Huzhi, Akhmet Yunus, Riza
Ishmuratov, Muhammad Sadri, Gusman Bakirov,
Ibrahim Gazi, Akhmet Faizi, Gabdrakhman
Absalyamov, Giz-Al-Gabid, Mahmoud Maksoud,
Garif Galiyev, Gamir Nasri, Adel Kutui, and
Munir Mazunov. In addition, another five writers —
Gumer Bashirov, Fatih Husni, Mirsay Amir, Has-
san Khayri, Gaziz Idelle, and the artist Baynazar
Almanov — were on two-month creative business
trips to frontline newspapers” [2]. According to the
calculations of Afzal Shamov’s daughter, during
the Great Patriotic War, more than 600 articles of
the writers were published in the frontline newspa-
per [2].

Alfiya Shamova began working on the collec-
tion of articles 35 years ago. She took as her testa-
ment the words of her father who wrote an article
published in the Bulletin of Journalists of the
USSR in 1989: “Years will pass, and historians
will turn over the yellowed pages of our
newspapers with excitement and, reading the
smallest reports of our war correspondents, will
say: ‘What a noble, what a great feat they per-
formed!” - and will pronounce their names with
great respect”. The author of the book uses these
Afzal Shamov’s words as an epigraph for her
introduction.

Unfortunately, the activities of the mass media
and war correspondents during the Great Patriotic
War received little coverage in the post-war period.
According to the data of the special project “Mili-
tary Corps-Heroes” (2025), 4,500 military officers
worked at the front and in the rear [3]. Eighty years
have passed since the Victory in the Great Patriotic
War, however the activities of the media during the
war years and the work of war correspondents in
particular have not received due attention so far.

Over the past 80 years, only two popular
science publications, dedicated to the work of
journalists at the fronts of the Great Patriotic War,
were published nationwide: the book “Writers-

Correspondents in the Fronts of the Great Patriotic
War” by V. A. Shoshin [4] and the book-album
“War Correspondents” by V. K. Gapon.

In the  history of Tatar journalism,
Gabdrakhman Apsalamov was the first to write on
this topic. In 1947, the writer published an article
entitled “Frontline Newspapers” [5] in the journal
“Soviet Literature” under his military pseudonym
(G. Kamalov). In 1984, the Tatar Book Publishing
House released A. K. Ainedinov’s book entitled
“The Chronicle of Valor” [6] in Russian.
According to A. Shamova, the author of the men-
tioned book, having reviewed the articles in 16
frontline  newspapers,  provided  detailed
information about their multifaceted themes.
However, having analyzed all these frontline
newspapers, the author only focused on about 60
materials that demonstrated the heroism of our
compatriots. He devoted special attention to the
role of the Party and Komsomol in the military
units’ feats” [1, p. 5].

In her introductory article, A. Shamova re-
views five collections, published by Tatgosizdat,
based on materials from Tatar front-line newspa-
pers: “Vatan sugyshy geroilary - tatarlar” (“The
Tatar Heroes of the Patriotic War”) (1943) [7],
“Nafrat koche” (“The Power of Hatred”) (1944)
[8], “Tonyak balkyshy” (“Northern Lights) (1944)
[9], “Batyrlar kitaby” (“The Book of Heroes™)
(1945, 1947) [10],[11], “Zhinu yely” (“The Year of
Victory”) (1946, 1948) [12], [13].

While working on the collection, A. Shamova
summarized the rich material stored in various
archives:

1. The Fund of the National Museum of the
Republic of Tatarstan: complete collections of the
newspapers “Vatan ochen” (“The For the
Motherland”), “Front hakyykate” (“The Front-line
Truth”), “Zhinu bairagy” (“The Victory Banner”),
individual issues of the mnewspapers “Alga,
doshman ostena!” (“The Forward to Defeat the
Enemy!”) (1944-1945, a complete collection),
“Front pravdasy” (“The Front-line Truth”), “Sovet
sugyshchysy” (“The Soviet Warrior”), “Vatan
namusy ochen” (“The For the Honor of the
Motherland”), “Vatanny saklauda” (“The In
Defense of the Motherland”), “Suvorovchy” (“The
Suvorov’s Follower”), “Kyzyl Armiya” (“The Red
Army”).

2. State Archives of the Republic of
Tatarstan: Issue 19 of the newspaper “Trevoga”
(“The Alarm”) (August 9, 1944—August 2, 1945).

3. Muhammad Sadri’s personal archive: a
complete collection of the newspaper ‘“Vatan
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namusy ochen” (“The For the Honor of the Moth-
erland”).

4. Afzal Shamov’s personal archive: individ-
ual issues of the newspapers “Vatannu saklauda”
(“The In Defense of the Motherland”) (a complete
collection), “Alga, doshman ostena!” (“The For-
ward to Defeat the Enemy”) (1942-1943, a com-
plete collection; individual issues of 1944—1945),
“Front hakyykate” (“The Front-line Truth”) (39 is-
sues), “Suvorovlarcha kysryklau” (“The Suvorov
Onslaught”) (2 issues), “Vatan ochen” (“The For
the Motherland”) (3 issues), “Zhinu bairagy” (“The
Victory Banner”) (1 issue).

5. Gabdrakhman Apsalyamov’s personal ar-
chive: one issue of each of these newspapers:
“Suvorovchy” (“The Suvorov’s Follower”),
“Trevoga” (“The Alarm”) and “Vatan ochen
sugyshka” (“The Fight for the Motherland™) (reis-
sued).

6. Mirsai Amir's personal archive: individual
issues of the newspaper “The For the Motherland”,
one issue of each of these newspapers: “Sovet
soldaty” (“The Soviet Soldier”), “Front hakyykate”
(“The Front-line Truth”) [8, p. 3].

The book, titled “Journalism Born in Flames”,
includes short excerpts from essays, articles, war
episodes, leaflets, memoirs, travelogues, poems,
stories, humorous works and letters by Tatar
writers and journalists published in front-line
newspapers. In addition, a wealth of photographic
material is provided that reveals the book’s
content. All of these are chronologically arranged.

The book, compiled by A. Shamova, consists
of two sections. The first section contains materials
from 13 newspapers published during the Great
Patriotic War [1, pp. 239-223]. The second section
presents materials from three newspapers
published during the Japanese War (1945) [1, pp.
224-235]. The appendix contains three materials:
“Writers who served in front-line newspapers” [1,
pp. 239-242], “Personalities who were on business
trips” [1, pp. 243], “Information about front-line
newspapers published in the Tatar language during
the Great Patriotic War” [1, pp. 244].

Readers, having familiarized themselves with
this book, can see that during the Great Patriotic
War Tatar newspapers were published at the front,
our famous writers who lived and worked in the
trenches spared no effort to liberate the Soviet
country from Hitler’s fascists, that they overcame
all the trials of the war and fulfilled their civic duty
to the Motherland with honor. Their military ser-
vice in bringing the Great Victory Day closer de-
serves the highest praise. With this book, A.

Shamova has erected a monument to the Tatar
writers who participated in the war.
