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The review indicates that the novelty of A. Bakhtin’s monograph “The Russian State and the Ka-
zan Khanate: Interstate Relations in the 15"-16™ Centuries. (St. Petersburg, 2021)” lies in its convinc-
ing proof that the policy of the Russian state in relation to the Kazan Khanate in the first third of the
16" century was not aggressive. A. Bakhtin’s interpretation of the events, related to the Middle Volga

region capture, deserves special attention.
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The history of the Kazan Khanate conquest by
the Russian state is an extremely interesting page
in the history of Russia in the period that they now
like to call the Early Modern Age. At first, for
Moscow, it was an arduous and difficult defense,
which naturally later became a war of conquest ...
The events that took place at that time became cru-
cial, primarily for the Tatars and other peoples of
the Middle and Lower Volga region, they were al-
so of great importance for the Russian superethnos.
It is not surprising that those events aroused and
still continue to arouse close interest not only of
historians, but also of the broadest readership.

It would seem, a new book by A. Bakhtin [1] is
capable of satisfying this burning interest. But the
author went further on, conclusively refuting the

postulates established in science. The most signifi-
cant result of his research is the assertion that in
the first third of the 16™ century, the policy of the
Russian state did not at all pursue aggressive, ex-
pansionist goals in relation to the Kazan Khanate.
Even the construction of the new fortified city of
Vasilsursk, outside the then Russian borders, was
connected with a purely defensive task - to ensure
protection from the serious threat posed by its east-
ern neighbor. Of course, one should not think the
Moscow state was excessively peaceful. If it had
been, it would not have survived in those times and
would not have become a kingdom or an empire.
One should agree with Alexander Bakhtin that the
rejection of aggressive plans and actions was a
necessary measure, since at that time, all the atten-
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tion was focused on the fight against the Grand
Duchy of Lithuania with the aim to return the once
annexed Western Russian lands.

It was only in 1545, after a temporary reconcil-
1ation with Vilna, that the Russian state, so to
speak, turned towards the east and tried to remove
the threat posed by the Volga Tataria, seeking to
initially restore the forms of mutually acceptable
cooperation that had developed between Moscow
and Kazan under Ivan III and Mohammed-Emin
(Magmed-Amin). By the way, A. Bakhtin quite
convincingly and thoroughly refutes M.
Khudyakov’s well-known statement that after
1487, official relations of equality were established
between Kazan and Moscow, although “in fact, the
degree of Russian influence on the affairs of the
neighboring state largely fluctuated”, reaching
sometimes significant values [2, pp. 50-51]. The
author of the work under review shows that the
shert treaties, concluded between the Moscow
grand dukes and khans, only nominally represented
an alliance of sovereigns with equal rights. In fact,
the Kazan Khanate, which was obliged to pay trib-
ute to Russia, became a politically dependent state
[1, pp. 180—-181]. The destruction of the estab-
lished order of things in the bloody year of 1521
motivated the Moscow authorities to seek the res-
toration of a “protectorate” over Kazan that was
beneficial to them.

However, all attempts to solve the problem by
the old means failed. In January 1552, due to the
unstable political situation in the Kazan Khanate,
Moscow realized the impossibility of any form of
cooperation with the Tatar elites in power. Then, it
was decided to seek the incorporation of the Khan-
ate into Russia. The subsequent events, related to
the conquest of the Middle Volga region, are de-
scribed by A. Bakhtin in an interesting and very
detailed way.

In conclusion, let us make a few small remarks,
which in no way diminish the importance of the
colossal work [1, pp. 435—439]. Thus, considering
the works of researchers, who studied the Astra-
khan campaign of the Turks in 1569, the author

does not mention the book “The Russian-Crimean
War of 1568—-1574” by the Belgorod historian V.
Penskoy (Belgorod, 2009) [3], “Ivan the Terrible
and Devlet-Girei” [4], [5]. Moreover, A. Bakhtin
did not notice our article, written together with the
late R. Vvedensky “The Russo-Kazan War of
1547-1552. The Siege and Capture of Kazan” [6],
which is more than strange - after all, Rostislav
Vvedensky (a native of Kasimov and its patriot),
professor of Moscow State Pedagogical University,
for many years was Alexander Bakhtin’s scientific
advisor, who helped him in his work on doctoral
dissertation. At the same time, Bakhtin has made
use and evaluated the works of an incomparably
lower scientific level.

However, in the cases when such great eras are
studied, bibliographical shortcomings are inevita-
ble; all the same, it is necessary to point out the
discovered oversights in the hope that they will be
taken into account by the author when the book
under review is reprinted or re-edited.
