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The article studies the evolution of the Muslim urban communities’ social life in Troitsk and
Chelyabinsk. We prove that at the turn of the nineteenth and twentieth centuries and in the early
twentieth century, the public self-organization basis was made up of mosques and madrasahs,
charitable societies, printing houses, periodicals, and schools. If in the pre-February period the basis of
the Tatars’ social movement was represented by charitable societies, then after February 1917 they
were Muslim committees and bureaus, and after the 2" All-Russian Muslim Congress in July 1917 —
Milli Shuro (National Councils), that is, bodies focused on meeting the needs population in the field of
education, charity, and religion. These committees and bureaus were formed from representatives of
the bourgeoisie, clergy, and teachers; therefore, in July 1917, three ministries were created as part of
the government of the national-cultural autonomy of Milli Idare, which represented the interests of the
bourgeoisie (Maliya Nazaraty), the clergy (Diniya Nazaraty), and teachers (Magarif Nazarats). The ar-
ticle systematizes factual material indicating the evolution of these bodies’ activities exemplified by
Troitsk and Chelyabinsk: from the time these cities and their Muslim communities were created to the
final transition of the region into the hands of the Soviet regime at the end of 1919.
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Introduction Yaushev’s biography of (1840-1906), created by

The first biographical work, devoted to the Ta- the famous Tatar historian (Abdul) Barry Battal
tar public figures of Troitsk, was Abduvali (1912) [Battal]. It gives a brief overview of the
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emergence and functions of the Muslim communi-
ty in Troitsk, the role played in it by the Yaushev
dynasty and, in particular, Abduvali Yaushev. The
collection of articles from publications in Tatar,
printed after the death of the Troitsk sheikh
Zainulla Rasuli (1833-1917), provides a compre-
hensive picture of the Troitsk religious life, espe-
cially in the face of the 5th parish headed by
Sheikh Zainulla, the activities of the Rasulia mad-
rasah, waqf and khanaka, and the connections of
the sheikh in the Urals region, Northern Kazakh-
stan, and Siberia [Sheikh Zainulla hezretnen
tarjemai hale]. In the post-Soviet period, a
fundamental work, that studied the history of the
Tatars in the Orenburg region from 1740, was a
monograph by Prof. G. G. Kosach, Moscow State
University. [Kosach]. A number of articles on the
urban communities of Troitsk and Chelyabinsk and
their Muslim institutions were published in the
encyclopedic dictionary “Islam in the Urals”
[Islam na Urale]. The religious and social life of
the Troitsk and Chelyabinsk Tatars is analyzed in
D. N. Denisov’s monograph “Essays on the
History of Muslim Communities in the
Chelyabinsk Region (the 18"-20" centuries)”
[Denisov, 2011]. Brief data on the urban communi-
ty of Troitsk are found in the sixth volume of “The
History of the Tatars” [Denisov, 2013]. In the all-
Russian context, a detailed study of the infrastruc-
ture and social movement of the Muslim peoples
from the Volga-Ural region in the 2™ half of the
18" and early 20" centuries is conducted in two
works by A. Yu. Khabutdinov ([Khabutdinov,
Formirovanie natsii...], [Khabutdinov, Organy
natsionalnoi avtonomii]). On a national scale, the
social movements of Russian Muslims in 1917—
1918 are analyzed by S. M. Iskhakov [Iskhakov].
The Tatar social and political movement and the
creation of autonomy bodies are analyzed in Nadir
Devlet’s monograph “The October Revolution of
1917 and Millet Mejlis of the Turkic-Tatars”
[Devlet]. In the post-Soviet period the works of A.
V. Rakhmankulov [Rakhmankulov] and R. Kh.
Nasyrov [Nasyrov] about the imams and mudarris
of Troitsk were published.

The novelty of our research is the study of the
evolution of Muslim traditional structures from the
mosques and madrasahs with a medieval Bukhara
education system to the structures of the New Age:
charitable societies, mass media, modern
professional education for men and women,
participation in the State Duma, All-Russian
Muslim Congresses, creation of national and local
bodies of national-cultural autonomy.
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To obtain an objective idea of the situation, we
analyzed several groups of sources in Russian and
Tatar. Firstly, these were archival sources stored in
the National Archives of the Republic of Bashkor-
tostan (NA RB), the State Archives of the Republic
of Tatarstan (SA RT), and the State Archives of the
Orenburg Region (SAOR). Secondly, they includ-
ed annual reports of charitable societies (see, for
example: “The Report of the Troitsk Muslim Char-
itable Society of 1913” [Otchet Troitskogo
musulmanskogo blagotvoritelnogo obshchestva za
1913]). Thirdly, the most important source was the
periodical editions of the region, first of all those
published in the Tatar-language (the “Tarjeman”
(Bakhchisaray), “Kurultai” (Kazan), “Irek”,
“Tormysh” (Ufa), “Vakyt” (Orenburg),
“Mukhtariyat” (Ufa)).

A number of documents and scientific articles
on the system of Muslim education in the Oren-
burg province are found in the collection of works
“Madrasahs of the South Urals and Urals: History
and Modernity” [Medrese Iuzhnogo Urala i
Priural'ia...]. Documents on the social movement
of Muslim peoples from the Volga-Ural region in
1917 are collected in the 1st volume of “The 100"
Anniversary of the Formation of the TASSR”
[100-letie Obrazovaniia Tatarskoi ASSR].

The article is based on the comparative-
historical and problem-chronological methods, the
method of synchronous analysis, periodization,
classification, etc.

Discussion

Troitsk was founded in 1743. Through it, the
caravan trade was done with the Kazakhs of the
Middle Zhuz and with East Turkestan (now the
territory of the PRC). In August 1785, in the
Troitsky Exchange Yard, a mosque was built fi-
nanced by the state [Denisov, 2011, p. 10].

In the 19"—early 20" centuries, Troitsk became
one of the largest centers of Muslim religion and
culture, not only in the South Urals, but also
throughout Russia. To understand the amount of
funds that could be earmarked for the needs of the
Ummah and the range of interests of the Troitsk
bourgeoisie, let us focus primarily on the activities
of the Yaushev dynasty in the second half of the
19™early 20" centuries. Let’s designate the main
areas of financial investments: in 1887, Brothers
Abdulvali  (12.03.1840-13.09.1906), Mullagali
(1864-1926), Mukhametsadyk (1845-1899?) and
Mukhametsharif (? —-1906) Akhmedzhanovich
Yaushevs acted as founders of the Trading House
“A.-V. A. Yaushev and Brothers”. In 1910-1913,
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they launched a large-scale construction of new
types of trade structures — universal passage shop-
ping centers. Their manufacturing facilities includ-
ed a tannery and a soap factory, a slaughterhouse, a
tea-packing factory, wool washing establishments,
a large steam mill, and a flour mill (to provide the
tannery with tannins). In the vicinity of Tashkent,
they set up cotton plantations and built two facto-
ries for cleaning raw cotton. As a result, on May 1,
1916, the Trading House of the Yaushev Brothers
owned real estate totaling 1,652,150 rubles 70 ko-
pecks. Its net profit for the previous year amounted
to 2,360,149 rubles 20 kopecks.

From 1911, Troitsk gained access to the rail-
way which connected the city with Central Russia
and Siberia. At the end of the 19" century, Chelya-
binsk turned into a powerful railway junction on
the Trans-Siberian Railway. This led to the rapid
growth of urban trade and industry, giving a new
impetus to its traditional economic ties with
Troitsk, including the opening of a wholesale and
retail manufacturing store of the Yaushev brothers
[Ibid, pp. 88-99].

In Chelyabinsk, several Muslim entrepreneurs
started out as salesmen and employees in these
firms. It is noteworthy that the three richest bays
(merchants) in Chelyabinsk were natives of the
Kazan province from the territories of the modern
Republic of Tatarstan. They were Zakir Galeevich
Galeev (1856-1919), Shakir (Mukhametshakir)
Akhmetovich Akhmetov (1854 — not earlier than
1917) and Zakir (Mukhametzakir) Zalyaletdi-
novich Akhunov (1873-1951) [Ibid]. Galeev and
Akhmetov took part in the All-Russian Muslim
Congresses of 1905-1906 [NA RB. F. 187. Op. 1.
D. 412. L. 36, 39 ob.]. Both of them were active
members of the Chelyabinsk Muslim Charitable
Society, and in 1913, of the society that replaced it
In memory of the 300" anniversary of the Roma-
nov House.

In 1828, A. A. Abubakirov built the first
mosque in the city of Troitsk; in 1835-1938,
Mukmin Tagirov Prince Khozyaseitov constructed
the second mosque; in 1863, G. Yu. Yaushev
opened the third mosque; in 1878, Mukhamadi
Abdulvagapov financed the construction of the
fourth mosque; in 1879, Sayfulloy and Khabibulla
Gabbasovs made the fifth mosque; in 1894—1895,
Abdulvali Akhmedzhanovich Yaushev built the
sixth mosque; in 1912, by the will of
Muhammadsharif Akhmedzhanovich Yaushev the
seventh mosque was opened. In terms of the num-
ber of mosques, Troitsk was inferior to Kazan (17
mosques), but was equal to Orenburg and sur-
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passed Ufa (6 mosques). The 2nd, 3rd, 6th, 7th
mosques of Troitsk were built with the money giv-
en by the representatives of clans originating from
the Zakazanye (Kazan rural region). These Tatars
lost their status as feudal lords refusing to be bap-
tized. The Khozyaseitov clan was associated with
the aul of Nizhnaya Ura, and the Yaushevs — with
the Old Menger, so it is not accidental that Troitsk
imams have the “Mengeri” nisba.

The emergence of mosques is inextricably
linked with the emergence of madrasahs, a number
of which reached the all-Russian quality of educa-
tion. The most famous imams and mudarris in
Troitsk of the Dzhadid period were also the natives
of the Zakazanye. The formation of the Muslim
education system in Troitsk was carried out by
Ahmed bin Khalid bin Gabid bin Gabdulla al-
Mengeri (Khalitov Ahmed (1810-1870)). His
ancestors came from the village of B. Menger (now
the Atnya district of Tatarstan). Khalitov himself
studied at the madrasah of his relative Baymurad
bin Muharryama al-Mengeri at the 9" Mosque
(“Iske-tash™) in Kazan. From 1846, he became the
2" mullah of the second mosque in Troitsk and
opened a madrasah at it. In 1869, 25 people studied
there, in 1881 there were 35 students [NA RB. F I-
295, Op. 3. D. 7182. B. p.], [GAOO. F. 11. Op. 6.
D. 62. L. 63-63 ob.]. Among its students were
Troitsk imams Zainulla Rasuli, Mukhammedzhan,
and Akhmetkhazi Rakhmankulovs [Fakhreddin, p.
435].

The imam and mudarris of the 4" parish
mosque in Troitsk, Jamaletdin bin Subkhankul bin
Imankul bin Mahmud, was born in the village of
Urgagary in the Spassky district of the Kazan prov-
ince (now the Alkeevsky district of the Republic of
Tatarstan) in 1830, he was educated in the
Machkara madrasah of the Malmyzh district in the
Vyatka province (now the Kukmor district of the
Republic of Tatarstan); later, he studied in the
Satyshevo madrasah of the Mamadysh district, the
Kazan province (now the Sabinsky district of the
Republic of Tatarstan), then in Bukhara. In 1879,
he became the imam of the parish [SAOR. F. 11.
Op. 3. D. 4149. L. 354-355].

The third native of the Zakazanye was
Rakhmankulov Akhmetkhaz(d)i Abdulzagirovich
(Ahmad-haji  bin Gabdezzahir al-Bereskevi)
(1837-1921)-the imam, mudarris, and sheikh of
the Sufi fraternity of Nagshbandiiya-khalidiiya. He
was a peasant from the village of Verkhnyaya
Bereske of the Kazan district and province (now
the Atnya district of the Republic of Tatarstan). He
graduated from the Ahmed bin Khalida al-Mengeri
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madrasah at the 2" Mosque in Troitsk. In 1870
1871, he performed the Hajj together with the
Troitsk merchants A., Sh., and Kh. Yaushevs. In
1876, he was appointed the 2™ mullah of the 1*
mosque in Troitsk [SAOR. F. 11. Op. 3. D. 4105.
L. 855-856]. From 1890, Rakhmankulov worked
as the akhun of the city of Troitsk and the Troitsk
district.

It was the mudarrises and beys of Troitsk who
were the first of the Tatars to support the Jadid ed-
ucation reform. In 1893, on the initiative of
Rakhmankulov, the Akhmadiya madrasah at the 1%
Troitsk Mosque was reorganized. Gabdelbarri
Battal also pointed out that in 1892—1893 the joint
activities of Abdulvali Yaushev, Akhmetkhazi
Rakhmankulov, and Muhammad Bikmatov were
crucial to the emergence of the Jadid education
system in the Troitsk madrasah [Battal, p. 13].
Along with teaching religious disciplines, the Tatar
and Arabic languages and grammar based on the
sound method, he introduced geography, world and
Russian history into the curriculum. In 1913-1914,
in the madrasah, 5 mudarris taught 75 shakirds
[Denisov, 2011, p. 16].

In 1908, during the period of reaction that fol-
lowed the defeat of the revolution of 1905-1907 and
the beginning of the mass persecution of the Jadids,
the newspaper “Vakyt” published the article “The
Troitsk Ulamah and the Sound Teaching Method”.
It was actually equivalent to a fatwa in the absence
of an official position adopted by the OMSA (Oren-
burg Muslim Spiritual Assembly). The Ulamah,
based on their 1892-1893 academic year experi-
ence, supported the Jadid system of education and
the study of secular subjects, provided the study of
the Koran and the Sunnah remained the foundation
of the course [Troitski golyamasy ve usuly jadid].

In 1896, on the initiative of Mullagali
Yaushev, the trustee of the parish, it was trans-
formed into the new method madrasah
“Mukhammadiya” at the 2" cathedral mosque of
Troitsk. The training was divided into 3 levels:
Ibtidiyya (beginner), Rushdiyya (intermediate),
and Yigdadiyya (upper intermediate). The program
included secular subjects: the Tatar and Russian
languages, mathematics, history of Russia and
Turkic-Tatar history [GAOQ. F. 21. Op. 2. D. 618.
L. 330-330 ob., 332-333].

On May 18, 1899, Mukhametsharif Yaushev
bequeathed the waqf of 35 thousand rubles for the
maintenance of the 2™ cathedral mosque, madras-
ah, and its mudarris [NA RB. F. [-295. Op. 6. D.
1459. L. 3-4 ob., 11-11 ob., 20-20 ob., 29-30
ob.]. The Yaushevs continued to provide assistance
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at their own expense: in 1915— 6400 rubles, and in
1916 — 8405 rubles. [Azamatov, p. 51].

From the 1890s, the Rasuliya madrasah, created
by Sheikh Zainulla Rasuli, became the most
important center of Jadid education in Troitsk. In
1891, Z. Rasuli was elected imam of the fifth parish
in Troitsk and headed the madrasah. In 1895, he
sent two teachers of his madrasah to Bakhchisarai to
master the new method [Sheikh Zainulla hezretnen
tarjemai hale, pp. 66—69].

Z. Rasuli’s enormous authority, his personal re-
lations with the murids allowed him, to a certain
extent, to control the life of Muslims in vast territo-
ries. Students from Siberia, from Chinese border,
from Turkestan, Kazakhstan, Dagestan, and Kazan
region flocked to him [Ibid, p. 419]. Z. Rasuli’s
most famous murid was G. Barudi, the mufti of the
CSAM (Central Spiritual Administration of Mus-
lims) in 1917-1921. 1. Gasprinsky, who was critical
of Ishanism, wrote, “Zainulla Khazret and Galimjan
Barudi <...> truly care about and serve the interests
of their people’s lives and their religious and moral
ennobling” [Tarjeman]. Also, Sheikh Zainulla’s
murids were: Gabdurrahman Rasuli, the CSAM
mufti in 1936-1950; the Dagestani qadi Sayfulla
Bashlarov; the imam-khatib and mudarris of the 3™
cathedral mosque in Ufa, the participant of the 2™
State Duma, the qadi of CSAM from 1920
Mukhammetsabir Khasanov; the Siberian sheikh
Khalil Khalilov, and many others.

Of special importance was the fact that owing to
Z. Rasuli’s influence the parishes of the Kazakh
steppes in 1914 expressed their desire and returned
to the OMSA in 1917 [Sheikh Zainulla ..., pp. 65—
69].

We see that, at first, the imams of Troitsk
mainly originated from the Zakazanye area, but by
the end of the 19" century, it was the natives of the
Trans-Urals — ethnic Bashkirs, M. Bikmatov, father
and son Z. and G. Rasuli, who played a key role,
they introduced education in the Tatar language,
supported the united millet (an ethnoreligious socie-
ty) OMSA, which united the Tatars of European
Russia and Siberia, the Bashkirs and Kazakhs [Ibid,
p- 29]. At the beginning of 1917, to meet the needs
of the madrasah, Z. Rasuli left a waqf, which was
estimated at 65 thousand rubles in money, and two
houses worth 85.5 thousand rubles. [Tormysh, 1917,
October 25].

Upon his return from the Cairo “al-Azhar” Uni-
versity in 1903, Gabdurrahman Rasuli replaced his
father as a mudarris. The new program, approved by
the madrasah council, provided for an 11-year
course of study (4 years in a mekteb and 7 years in a
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madrasah). It contained religious disciplines,
including the study of the Koran and Hadith, Tatar,
Russian, and Arabic, scientific disciplines

(mathematics, geometry, natural science, zoology,
physics, chemistry, geography), world, Russian and
Tatar history, pedagogy, and hygiene. In 1913-
1914, thirteen teachers taught 240 students, 120 of
them lived in a boarding school at a madrasah
[Denisov, 2011, p. 66]. In 1917-1918, ten teachers
taught 124 students here [Tormysh, 1917, October
25].

If other Jadid madrasahs entirely (except, prob-
ably, the “Galiya”) adhered to the rationalistic tradi-
tion of Marjani, the “Rasulia” combined it with the
Sufi one. That is why its former shakirds turned out
to be so efficient in the Soviet era, when informal
Sufi connections were often the only effective way
to build contacts with the population in an atheistic
state. The muftis, who graduated from the
“Rasulia”, were: the chairman of the Central Spir-
itual Administration of Muslims (CSAM) / Spiritual
Administration of Muslims (SAM) of the European
part of the USSR and Siberia (1936-1950) G. Z.
Rasulev, the mufti, chairman of SAM (1951-1974)
Sh. Sh. Khiyaletdinov; muftis of Spiritual Admin-
istration of Bashkir ASSR (1921-1923) M. Kh.
Khalikov, and (1924-1936) .M. Gataullin “The
Rasuliya” gave a start in life to outstanding people
who often combined personal creative work and
science, representing Tatar, Bashkir, and Kazakh
literature, the study of folklore and literature of the
Turkic peoples from the Volga-Ural region, Central
Asia, and Kazakhstan [Islam na Urale, pp. 300-
301].

A similar project to create a Jadid Tatar-
speaking madrasah was conducted in the madrasah
at the cathedral mosque in Chelyabinsk. From the
mid-1870s, there was a Muslim elementary school
(maktab) headed by the future akhun of the city M.
M. Salimov (1846—-1920) who had studied at the
K(y)shkar madrasah (the Arsk district of the Repub-
lic of Tatarstan) and Troitsk and was a supporter of
the Bukhara education system. In 1890-1899, sim-
ultaneously with the construction of the cathedral
mosque in Chelyabinsk (Ak-mosque), a new com-
plex of three buildings for the madrasah was erected
nearby with the money donated by the merchant Z.
G. Galeev. In 1906, Munir Gadiev, his confederate,
(1876-1913), was appointed to the post of the 2™
mullah. He was born in the village of Novaya
Amzya, the Staroalmetovskaya volost in the
Chistopol district of the Kazan province and gradu-
ated from the Kazan “Muhammadiya” madrasah,
headed by G. Barudi. Being a classic product of the
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Jadid education system, he had the experience of
teaching in his native madrasah [Denisov, 2008].

On September 16, 1907, at the -cathedral
mosque, a new method madrasah was built with the
money of the trustee Z. G. Galeev. For its mainte-
nance, he donated one of his stores, which brought
in an annual income of 1200 rubles. In five classes
of the madrasah, its students studied religious disci-
plines, the Tatar language, Tatar and Arabic gram-
mar, mathematics, geography and history of Russia,
and the Russian language. On November 2, 1908,
the first Muslim Sunday school for adults in the
Urals region was opened in the same building. In
1913-1914, five teachers taught 115 shakirds in the
new-method madrasah [GAOO. F. 21. Op. 3. D.
618. L. 315,316 ob.].

It is noteworthy that Troitsk had centers not on-
ly for Muslim vocational education, but also Tatar-
speaking centers for training teachers — both men
and women. The “Dar al-Mugallimin” (Male
Teachers’ Training School), which at first had the
official name “Vazifa” (“Duty”), was opened in
September 1915 with the money donated by
Mullagali  Yaushev. In 1916-1917, Gaziz
Salikhovich Gubaidullin (1887-1937) was the
headmaster of the “Vazifa” [Denisov, 2011, p. 106—
108]. He got both a secondary religious education
(the “Khalidiya” madrasah in Kazan) and a higher
secular education (Kazan University).

The “Dar al-mugallimat” (Women’s Teachers’
Training School) was opened in September 1915
with the money donated by Gainiya Bagautdinovna
Yausheva, the widow of a Tashkent merchant. In
1916, 62 pupils were admitted to study here, and in
1917-1918 their number increased to 179 [Ibid, pp.
108-112]. On August 26, 1917, entrance
examinations were announced to the Troitsk “Dar
al-Mugallimat”, which in Russian was referred to as
“the school of G.-B. Yausheva ”[Tormysh, 1917,
July 18], that is, it was a private educational
institution.

As we have already pointed out, the Muslim
community of Troitsk, headed by the Yaushevs,
became one of the centers of Muslim urban civiliza-
tion in Russia. The Troitsk patrons supported the
aforementioned madrasahs, male and female teach-
ers’ training schools, the Troitsk Muslim Charitable
Society, the Troitsk Society “Khairat”, the “Troitsk
Society for the Encouragement of Performing and
Musical Arts”, the “Troitsk Society of Clerks”, and
the “Troitsk Society for the Dissemination of Edu-
cation”.

In 1898, the Troitsk Muslim Charitable Society
— the first one in the Orenburg province, began its
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activity. Abdulvali Akhmedzhanovich Yaushev
(1901-1906) and Mullagali Akhmedzhanovich
Yaushev (1906-1917) were elected as the Chair-
persons of the Society. The organization’s activi-
ties included: providing assistance to the hungry in
areas affected by crop failure, rendering targeted
support to the poor, financing six Muslim schools
in the city, opening a free library-reading room and
an orphanage, improving a Muslim cemetery, etc.
[[slam na Urale, p. 360]. In 1899, the Society
opened a Muslim orphanage in the city. In 1913,
the Society’s income amounted to 22.504 rubles,
expenses to 5.853 rubles. [Otchet Troitskogo
musul'manskogo blagotvoritel'nogo obshchestva za
1913 g.].

On June 5, 1911, the “Troitsk Society for the
Dissemination of Education” (nashr-i-maarif),
headed by Latif Yaushev, was included in the reg-
ister [Islam na Urale, p. 361]. On August 27, 1911,
the “Troitsk Society for the Encouragement of Per-
forming and Musical Arts” was registered, it had a
string orchestra and a drama company [Ibid.]. On
February 18, 1913, the official permission to open
the Troitsk Society “Khairat” In memory of the
300™ anniversary of the Romanovs’ reign was is-
sued, it aimed at helping poor Muslims [Ibid, p.
360]. The “Troitsk Society of Clerks” (TSC) ap-
peared under the leadership of the Social Democrat
K. Gabitov [Ibid.]. The scholarship of the society
was awarded to Muhammad-Najib Kurbangaleev,
a student of the law faculty of Kharkov University,
and Khabib Zaini, a student of the Istanbul Peda-
gogical Institute [lamaeva, p. 202]. In 1910, the
Society, as a revolutionary organization, was
closed.

Charitable societies became the starting point
for the social activities of national leaders. Accord-
ingly, in 19171918, Latif Yaushev was a member
of the Maliya nazaraty (the finance Ministry) of
Milli Idare; Muhammad-Najib Kurbangaleev be-
came a member of the bureau under the Muslim
faction of the State Duma in 1916-1917 and in
1917-1918, he was the Chairman of Magarif
Nazaraty (the Education ministry) of Milli Idare.
Khabib Zaini was known as a teacher, the author of
many textbooks; in 1922—-1925, he was the head-
master of the Troitsk Tatar Pedagogical College.

“Najat” (“Salvation”) — a free library-reading
room in Troitsk and the first Tatar public library —
was organized by the Troitsk Muslim Charitable
Society; it opened no later than in 1898 and played a
great educational role in the cultural development of
the of pre-revolutionary Troitsk population
[Denisov, 2011, pp. 113—-114].
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From 1903, a printing house operated at the
“Rasuliya” madrasah, where primers in the Tatar
and Kazakh languages, religious books, Muslim
calendars, and fiction were printed. In the city of
Troitsk, there was a publishing house, “Hezmat”, so
newspapers and magazines were published: the Ka-
zakh “Aikap” and the Tatar “Akmulla”.

Of similar type was the Muslim infrastructure
of Chelyabinsk with its charitable society and a li-
brary. The charter of the Chelyabinsk Muslim Char-
itable Society was registered on February 4, 1906. L
G. Galeev became the Chairman of the Board. It
was closed in 1912, but was re-established in 1913
as the “Chelyabinsk Muslim Charitable Society,
Established to Commemorate the 300" Anniversary
of the Romanov Dynasty Reign”. Its charter was
registered on June 8, 1913. The Chairmen of the
Society were Z. Z. Akhunov and Sh. A. Akhmetov,
whom we have already mentioned above. In 1914,
there were 112 people in its ranks.

The society provided financial assistance to
those in need, gave out allowances to poor students,
supported the Chelyabinsk Muslim Library, ensured
the maintenance and security of the cemetery, paid
the costs of burying indigent fellow believers who
died in the Chelyabinsk prison and the city hospital;
in 1914, it opened a craft school, teaching carpentry
skills to Muslim youths from families of those mo-
bilized to the fronts of World War I and the poor
[Otchet Chelyabinskogo musul'manskogo ... v
1914].

In Chelyabinsk, on December 23, 1916, a meet-
ing on education was held, where 52 thousand ru-
bles were raised for the needs of education, primari-
ly with the aim to buy a house for a girls’ school. It
is noteworthy that the meeting was chaired by Z.
Galeev. To implement the plan, a commission was
created consisting of the abovementioned Z. Galeev,
Shakir Akhmetov, Mullamuhammed Yaushev,
Zakir Akhunov, Mukhammedzhan Valiev, Uldan
Akhmetov, and Gabdulla Valiullin. Moreover, the
first four of them contributed 10 thousand rubles
each, Valiev and Valiullin — 5 thousand each, and
Akhmetov — 2 thousand rubles [Tormysh, 1917,
January 3].

On February 4, 1906, a free Muslim library-
reading room was opened at the mosque. At the
beginning of 1916, the library offered its readers
2,554 books. [Otchet..., p. 13]. Its collection held
Tatar fiction, works of Russian and foreign writers,
books and textbooks on scientific disciplines, and
religious literature [Katalog knig...].

According to the reports of the Chelyabinsk
Muslim Library, in 1909, 14,250 subscribers visit-
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ed its reading room, in 1915 there were 12,167
readers, including 805 women. In 1918, Milli
Shuro (Muslim Council) asked the Chelyabinsk
City Duma to allocate 9010 rubles for the mainte-
nance of the library and to allocate 7500 rubles to
open two more similar institutions: at the station
and across the river. However, new Muslim librar-
ies were never organized due to the revolutionary
events and the Civil War [Denisov, 2011, pp. 184—
188].

During the revolution of 1905-1907, Chelya-
binsk and Troitsk were represented at various All-
Russian Muslim forums. In 1904, in order to pre-
pare the All-Russian Muslim Congress, G .R. Ibra-
him visited Troitsk and communicated primarily
with the Yaushevs. On April 10-15, 1905, the
Troitsk akhun A. Rakhmankulov was at the OMSA
“Golyama jamgyate” (the Society of Ulamah”).

Gabdurrahman Akhmarov, Zakir Galeev, and
Abdulvali Yaushev took part in the work of the 1%
All-Russian Muslim Congress in 1905. At the 2™
All-Russian Muslim Congress in St. Petersburg
(1906), Troitsk was represented by M. Urazaev,
Mullagali Yaushev, Mukhammedgali Yaushev and
Chelyabinsk by Zakir Galeev. At the 3™ All-
Russian Muslim Congress of 1906, the Troitsk
Imam Gabdurrahman Rasuli was a member of the
commission that discussed projects of reforming
spiritual assemblies.

One of the participants of the 2" State Duma
from the Orenburg province was the hereditary
honorary citizen of Troitsk Shahbal Sakhautdi-
novich Seyfitdinov (1847-1917). From 3 to 20
February 1916, a meeting was held in Petrograd at
the Muslim faction of the 4™ State Duma, where
the Orenburg province was represented by Mullah
A. A. Rakhmankulov. The meeting decided to cre-
ate a standing bureau, with the aforementioned as-
sistant to the attorney at law from Troitsk, M.-N.
Kurbangaleev, as its member [Ibid, pp. 122—124].

On March 5, 1917, the standing Orenburg
Muslim Bureau, chaired by Fatih Karimi, was cre-
ated in Orenburg [Vakyt, 1917, March 6, 10]. It
sent a telegram to the leaders of the Tatar commu-
nities in the Urals, Kazakhstan, Turkestan, and the
Lower Volga regions with a call for public activity
and the creation of local committees. The telegram
was, in particular, sent to Troitsk and Chelyabinsk
[Vakyt, 1917, March 10]. In the coming days, a
Muslim bureau was established in Troitsk [Vakyt,
1917, March 12]. On March 18, a Muslim bureau
was created in Chelyabinsk (chaired by Shakir
Salimov). Gabdulla Rakhmankulov and Gabdulla
Gazizi arrived at the meeting from Troitsk
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[Tormysh, 1917, March 29]. The Muslim Bureau
in Troitsk was attended by representatives of the
Kazakhs, who considered this city to be a religious
center thanks to the activities of Z. Rasuli [Irek,
1917, April 5].

In the Provisional Central Bureau of Russian
Muslims, which was held in Petrograd on March
15-17, 1917, the Muslims of Troitsk were repre-
sented by Salim-Girey Dzhantyurin and Niyaz
Maksudov, Muhammad-Najib Kurbangaliev repre-
sented Chelyabinsk [100-letie..., p. 27]. Said-
Muhammad Gilmanov, Miragayaz Aliyev, and
Zakir Kireev were elected to represent Chelyabinsk
at the 1% All-Russian Muslim Congress of 1917
[Vakyt, 1917, April 21].

Sultan Cherkasov and Rokiya Yunusova
participated in the 2™ All-Russian Muslim Congress
of 1917, representing Troitsk. Moreover, they were
singled out from the list of the Orenburg province
[Kurultai]. On June 8-9, in accordance with the
decisions of the All-Russian Congress of Turkic-
Tatar teachers held in Kazan (April 1917), the
Chelyabinsk Congress of Muslim Teachers took
place, where the Union of Muslim Teachers of the
Chelyabinsk district was created [Tormysh, 1917,
June 14].

The representatives of the Orenburg province
were not elected to be the OMSA qadis at the I All-
Russian Muslim Congress of 1917 and did not be-
come members of the Diniya Nazaraty (a Spiritual
ministry) of Milli Idare in 1917-1918. However,
Gabdurrahman Rasuli participated in all the main
events conducted by the muftiate in the summer and
autumn of 1917. He and the new mufti Galimjan
Barudi were spotted among the participants of the
1** Mejlis, held on June 14, 1917 [Tormysh, 1917,
June 16]. Gabdurrahman Rasuli participated in the
meeting on education on June 15-19 [Tormysh,
1917, June 23]. Finally, Rasuli signed the fatwa of
25 Ulama (along with the muftis of the OMSA and
Crimea), current and previous qadis, according to
which expenditures, covering educational and scien-
tific needs, should be equal to sadaqah [Tormysh,
1917, June 26]. He demonstrated adherence to the
traditions that the Fathers and Ulama of Troitsk kept
up a quarter of a century ago.

Thanks to the Ufa newspaper “Tormysh”, we
can get an idea of public organizations and their
leaders. On the eve of the local elections in 1917 in
Chelyabinsk, it named as leaders: Mirgaziyan
Krymov, the chairman of the Committee for the
Promotion of Citizenship (among Muslims), and
Galim Aydarov, the head of the Muslim education
department of the district government and chairman
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of Milli Shuro [Tormysh, 1917, August 24]. After
the 2" All-Russian Muslim Congress, we see the
process of turning Muslim committees and bureaus
into Milli Shuro (National Councils), which would
deal with the issues of national education and
finance. In the “Tormysh” of September 24, the
Troitsk Muslim Bureau was reported to be
transformed into Milli Shuro [Tormysh, 1917,
September 24].

In 1917 — early 1918, the representatives of
Troitsk and Chelyabinsk played the most important
role in the activities of Maliya nazaraty of Milli
Idare and Milli Khazine (the National Treasury). At
the 2™ All-Russian Muslim Congress, Latif
Yaushev was elected to be one of the three members
of Maliya nazaraty in Vakytly Milli Idare (Provi-
sional National Government). On October 10—13,
1917, on behalf of the Nazarat, he participated in the
Milli Idare Maliya nazarty’s meeting on the creation
of Milli Khazine. Mullagali Yaushev (Troitsk),
Zakir Galeev, Zakir Akhundov, and Mukhammed-
zhan Valiev (Chelyabinsk) were also among the
participants [Tormysh, 1917, October 16]. The lead-
ership of Milli Khazine included Latif Yaushev,
Mullagali Yaushev, Zakir Galeev, and Zakir
Akhundov [Tormysh, 1917, October 18]. On Janu-
ary 11, 1918, Latif Yaushev was re-elected as a
member of Malia Nazaraty of Milli Idare. On No-
vember 1-4, 1917, a meeting was held at Magarif
Nazaraty. Here, the zemstvo of the Chelyabinsk dis-
trict was represented by Galim Aidarov, the
Verkhneuralsky and Troitsky districts — by Masgut
Faizi [Mukhtariyat, 1917, No. 3, November 13, p.
6].

During the Civil War, the education bodies of
the Milli Idare continued to operate. On December
15, 1918, a meeting on the organization of the na-
tional education system was scheduled at the
Magarif Nazaraty in Petropavlovsk. Among the par-
ticipants, A. Aydarov and A. Asadullin, representa-
tives of Chelyabinsk, were named [GA RT. F. 36.
0.D. 106. Sv. 16. L. 160]. But, as in the case of the
Chelyabinsk Muslim Library, the Civil War robbed
the national education infrastructure of opportunities
to further develop.

Results

Based on the archival data, collections of re-
ports, and mass media, our study proves that in the
1900-1910s, the Muslims of Troitsk and Chelya-
binsk formed full-fledged structures of Muslim ur-
ban communities, serving the needs of Muslims not
only in their regions, but also in the Southern Urals,
Northern Kazakhstan, and Western Siberia. They
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included wholesale companies, raw materials pro-
cessing industries, as well as charitable societies,
libraries, Teachers’ Training Schools for men and
women, printing houses, and periodicals, which
were most centrally used by the national, cultural,
and religious autonomy bodies of the Turkic-Tatar
Muslims from the Internal Russia and Siberia in
1917-1918.

Conclusions

The mosques and madrasahs of Muslim com-
munities formed an integral religious infrastructure
in Chelyabinsk and Troitsk. The imams of Troitsk
became the first corporation of imams, who, as early
as in the 1892-1893 academic year, supported the
Jadid reform of education, initiated by L
Gasprinsky. The Muslim bourgeoisie of Troitsk
(primarily represented by the Yaushevs) and Chel-
yabinsk provided stable funding for mosques,
maktabs, and madrasahs. Before the revolution of
1917, charitable societies and libraries played a key
role among the secular associations in Chelyabinsk
and Troitsk; participation in their work, in many
respects, prepared cadres for public activities during
the Revolutions of 1905-1907 and 1917. The repre-
sentatives of Troitsk and Chelyabinsk participated
in all the largest Muslim forums of the early 20"
century, primarily in the All-Russian Muslim Con-
gresses of 1905-1906 and 1917. In the spring and
summer of 1917, these were the Muslim Bureaus of
Troitsk and Chelyabinsk, which by the fall had been
transformed into the Milli Shuro (National Coun-
cils). Of the three Milli Idars Nazarats, the repre-
sentatives of Troitsk and Chelyabinsk were most
active working as Malia Nazarata (a finance de-
partment) members.
